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- THE ALLEGED MURDER.

The Charge Against Frederick Westnidge Dis-
missed—Charles Harvey Discharged
From Custody.

Shortly after 10 o’clock yesterday morn-
ing Mr. Johnson, 8. M., took his seat on
the bench at the provincial court to hear
further evidence in the case of Frederick
Westnidge, charged with the murder of
Samuel W. Hall

Supt. Roycraft conducted the prosecu-
tion and Mr. W. J. Taylor appeared for
the prisoner.

Chas. Pagden, gworn, said—I live at
the Victoria Gardens, near the Gorge;

ing in question, 1 saw a boat coming down
the arm; the tide at that time
was running up pretty swiftly; saw
two men and a woman sitting in
the stern of the boat and the deceased,
Samuel Hall, was sitting amidships pull-
ing; the boat was very high in the tbows
and the people were talking very loudly [
which led me to think that they had had
too mach whisky; I'went down near the
water and sat on a bench; they made two
attempts to get through the Gorge, but
drifted back again; the third time they
tried, Hall said, ‘‘d——n it, if you steer
me, 1 can pull through,”  and ‘¢ stéer .me
over towards those rocks.” I then jumped
up and ran towards the bridge to .caution
them to trim the boat,.but’ whien I got
there I could notsee the boat; went across
the bridge and looked down and saw a
man and woman in the boat which was
full of water and keeled towards mid-
stream; the boat was on a rock; I then
ran down a bank and saw a man standing
with his arms around the woman, holding
her; she said: “ My God, I shall be
drowned,” and I answered ‘‘of course you
will, unless you come this'way:” she came
a little nearer to me and I made
a grab for her, caught her by the
clothes and pulled her towards = the
shore, so that I could et a hold on the
boat; got the boat well up and the man
stepped ashore; prisoner was standing
around the rocks further -along; tried to
get the woman to stand up, but she
seemed too drunk and could not stand;.I
let hersit down in a foot of water, and I
then asked the man, who was in the hoat,
where.the third man was and he said, I
don’t-know where he is.” I said, “You
must know where he is, as he was with you
in the boat.”

THE MAIL SERVICE.

The City Council Meet. and Pass a Resolution.

A special meeting of the city council

was held last evening for the purpose of
taking into consideration the action of the
Dominion government with regard to the
withdrawal of the mail service by steamer
between Victoria and San Francisco. The
following resolution was unanimously car-
ried:
‘Whereas, by the ““Terms of Union it
was agreed that the Dominion will pro-
vide an efficient mail service fort-nightly
by steam communication between Victoria
and San Francisco;”’

And . whereas, said service ‘has been
withdrawn for' months past by the Do-
niinion government, greatly to the injury
of commerce, not only of this city, but to
the detriment of the province at large;

Therefore be it resolved, that the cor-
poration of Victoria in council assembled,
condemns _the action of the Dominion
government for completely ignoring one
of the important conditions of union
without the consent of the province, and
demand that said mail service be estab-
lished forthwith.

Mining Assayists.
As we have previously stated, the pro-
posal has been made to the government to
establish mining assayists in different
portions of Canada. In the United States
government assayists may be found in all
the mining regions to assay ores, the price
of the analysis not exceeding more than
two dollars and a half. ‘These experts
are salaried officials of the government
and although the fees paid to them by the
miners are low the income from fees ex-
ceeds by one-third the amount paid for
salaries. In Canada, owing to the scar-
city of assayists, and the distance the ores
have to be sent, an assay cannot be se-
cured under twenty dollars, which is a
high figure for a prospector to pay. Itis
proposed, therefore, te . establish six or
eight assayists in different parts of the
Dominion: one,:say, in the Cariboo dis-
trict, B. C.; another in the Rockies; one
each. near the Lake of the Woods, at
Port Arthur, the ‘“Sault,” Sudbury; one
m Quebec and one in the Maritime Pro-
vinces, and that the cost of an assay be
redueed to a minimum.

Ah Sam, a Chinaman, was the next case,
on a charge of stealing from the residence
of Themas Russell. There is a case of
the Quecn against Yip Chong and Ah Sam
for attempting to bribe police - officers.
James Wallace is charged with entering
the premises on Government: street, owned
byMr. L. Goodacre and setting fire to them.
There is a case, Queen vs. James. Price,
and the evidence sets down that the ac-
cused unlawfully administered poison to
his, daughter. There is a suggestion in
the deposition that there was a desire to
kill the girl in erder to get some property
which she had at Seattle. I am informed
that the girl has been spirited . away, but
the case will remain, the same as, you will
have "the depositions before you. Now
comes another case, and a very singular
one indeed, and very much mixed.” ' His
lordship then entered into the particulars
of the charge against W. G. Campbell
and G. W. Kennedy and said: *‘The act
says a conspiracy to defraud by false pre-
tences of that kind is'a crime and must
be punished.”

The prisoner was charged with robbing
the residence of M. Young, James Bay.
He was undefended and pleaded not
guilty.
The evidence of Mrs. M. Young, J. F.
Johnson and Sergt. Sheppard was taken,
after which the grand jury came in and
found true bills in the cases of Ah Sam
and Ah Sing.

A NUISANCE.
