A Review of the Industry far the 
Year Which Has Just 

.Closed.

The Bureau of Provincial Information 

has issued a new edition at Bulletin No. 
7, a general review of mining in British 
Columbia, with an addenda bringing the 
information up to the date of publica­
tion. The addenda include an estimate 
of the output for 1902 and a chapter on 
the paper and pulp industry. Bulletin 
No. 7 is intended to give general infor­
mation to enquirers respecting, in par­
ticular, the mining resources of the 
province, until the annuàl report of the- 
Minister of Mines is available. The lat­
ter being a lange and important publica­
tion. necessarily dealing with mines and 
mining in detail, demands greater care 
and a much longer period for production, 
more especially in respect to mechanical 
requirements.

The present publication aima at sup­
plying a general knowledge of the sub­
ject, dealing as it does with the mineral 
characteristics of each district, and af­
fording a brief review of progress and 
an indication of possibilities; and as 
such the hope is expressed that it may 
be found useful and! interesting. While 
care has been taken to be as far as pos­
sible accurate, the department, relying 
for information upon a variety of 
sources, does not assert itself as an 
authority upon every detail of a subject 
capable of such a variety of local color­
ing, and there is, indeed, no opportunity 
to verify every statement absolutely. In 
the maid the bulletin has been produced 
as the result of a general familiarity, 
(with the facts, and for the general pur­
poses indicated.

The bulletin contains the following re- 
ciew of the year and estimate of mining 
output: In reviewing the progress of
•mining in the province during the year 
1902, it is gratifying to note that in 
spite of the fact that conditions have 
been far from favorable, a further sub­
stantial and' creditable increase of ton­
nage output has been recorded. So1 far 
as metalliferous mining is concerned, in- 
creaseidT^rodiuction is almost entirely 
due to the excellent showings made by 
the Boundary and! Rossiand districts, 
the output from the former having ap­
proximated half a million tons of ore, 
while the yield from the latter district 
is about 25 per cent, greater than that 
of 1901, or in round figures 340,000 
tons.

The four principal copper producing 
interests in the world are the Amalga­
mated Copper Company, the Rothschilds 
interest, controlling the Rio Timto, Boleo 
and others; the Calumet & Heela Min­
ing Company, and the Phelpe, Dodge & 
Co. group of mines. The Amalgamated 
has made prices, and the others have 
marketed their productions at current 
figures.

The market price of the metal since 
the early weeks of 1902 has fluctuated 
within narrow limits, mostly on the 
basis of 11% to 12 cents per pound for 
lake copper, wiith English and Conti­
nental prices closely corresponding. 
Owing to the unexampled prosperity 
now prevailing in the United States, a 
market price oif 11% cents per pound is 
about equivalent to the low-record price 
of 9 cents per pound made in 1894, this 
increase in cost of production being 
(caused by higher wages paid to labor 
and the greatly enhanced cost of all: 
machinery, fuel and supplies as com­
pared with 1894, when an era of indus­
trial depression enabled the mines to 
produce copper for about four-fifths of 
the present average cost. The divi­
dend disbursements by American mines 
■were smaller in 1902 than for many 
years past. The dividends paid by the 
Amalgamated Copper Company, at the 
rate of only 2 per cent, in 1902, are not 
properly adaptable to the dividends of 
American copper mining companies, for 
the reason that the Amalgamated; is 
(merely a securities holding corporation, 
and any dividends paid by it are simply 
redivisions of dividends previously paid 
toy constituent companies, some of 
(which, as the Boston & Montana, are 
owned outright by the Amalgamated, 
while others, like the Anaconda, have a 
large numtoer of shares held by inde­
pendent owners.

The low price of copper has led to the 
closing of hundreds of mines in the 
United States and in all other parts of 
the globe, yet not a single producer of 
the first, second or third rank has been 
forced to stop work. The Montana 
mines have worked under check in 1902, 
but at the close of the year were work­
ing fairly full forces. The United1 
Verde, in Arizona, has been closed be­
cause of fire, and the Mountain, in Cali­
fornia, is idle because of a strike. Sev­
eral new producers of importance have 
■made their debut in 1902, much the 
largest of these being the Greene Con­
solidated, of Mexico, a mine of the first 
magnitude and of great promise. Few 
of the new mines have been able to 
make as much copper as anticipated. 
■Nearly all have had to expend more 
money than was planned. Some have 
come to grief financially, and others are 
in poor condition from lack of funds 
and inability to secure adequate cash 
advances.

The year 1902 closed with better pros­
pects than it began. The feeling of 
hopelessness on the part of many con­
sumers has given way to renewed hope. 
While a return of 17-cent copper cannot 
(be expected, unless coming through 
manipulation that will ultimately react 

‘to the injury of the trade, an advance 
of a cent or two per pound would toe a

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THE COPPER MARKET. 

Achievement in these districts is all 
■the more noteworthy and significant in 
that the price of copper, which last year 
averaged ovdr 16 cents per pound,' has 
this year - declined so considerably as to 
have averaged below 11% cents, the 
difference in the case of low-grade ores' 
such as those mined1 in the Boundary 
toeing equal to a loss of from $1 to $1.50 
per ton, or the equivalent of a 2% per 
cent, dividend on $15,000,000, the nom­
inal capitalization of one group of large 
producing mines in this section. The 
causes leading to the fall of the copper 
market need not here be discussed, but 
it may not be out of place to remark 
that, while prices in 1901 were abnor­
mally high, those of 1902 were abnor­
mally low, as the recently pubhshed, 
statistics of available stocks and con­
sumption show, and in consequence an 
improvement in market conditions may 
be expected to take place in the early 
future. This will necessarily have a 
stimulating effect upon the copper min­
ing industry of the province.

LODE GOLD.
Last year the principal gold (lode) 

producing centres were Trail Creek divi­
sion, Yale (including the Grand .Forks, 
Kettle River and Osoyoos divisions), 
Nelson and the Coast districts. In .point 
of productive importance Rossiand! fltill 
maintains the premier position,- and the 
value of the gold output from this dis­
trict in 1902 may be safely estimated at 
$3,000,000.

A company has just been incorporated 
by Messrs. Tapper & Griffin for the 
manufacturing of the composition, and 
will shortly commence operations. The 
first directors are Thomas Dunn, Van­
couver; Captain John Irving, Victoria;
William L. Nicol, Vancouver; George 
I. Wilson, Vancouver; and C. T. W.
Piper, Vancouver. Mr. Piper has ar­
ranged to superintend and manage the 
manufacturing of the composition until 
the business is on a fair footing.

British Columbia 
is full of the material used in the manu­
facture of the composition, excepting 
one thing, which can be imported at a 
very small cost.

| It is understood that there will 'be a 
■very large market for the composition in 
Australia, and its manufacture promises 
to become quite an important industry.

CITADELS AFLOAT.

The new British cruisers, as described 
in “Engineering,” to be known as the 
‘Duke of Edinburgh” class, are to have 
citadels as distinct from the scattered! 
casemate system, and when one recalls, 
continues “Engineering,” that we have 
since first adopting the system of case­
mates in 1889, fitted 800 of these, and 
that -in some 30 ships now building there 
are 380 casemates, it is important to in­
quire how far this change is justified: 
The casemate system was first intro­
duced, and greatly appreciated, because 
it secured, at a minimum of weight, a 
(complete protection for each gun crew 
and gun mechanism from the attack of 
common shell. The face of the case­
mate was usually made of armour equal 
to resisting penetration from a shot de­
livered by a gun of a calibré correspond­
ing to that protected by the casemate. 
But the rear walls were only made of 
one-half, aud in some cases of one-third, 
this thickness, the theory being that a 
large percentage of the shell would pass 
direct across the ship—i.e., at right 
angles, and that even those which! 
might cross diagonally, and thus be li­
able to srike the casemate opposite to 
the broadside attacked, would have their 
force spent and their charge exploded by 
contact with the shell plating or bul­
warks. There has, however, been a coni 
siderable developm nt in armour pier­
icing shell during the past ten years! 
land the result has been to make such, 
diagonal shots, even at long range, cap­
able otf very considerable destructive 
(power when exploding near to, or1 
against, the rear plating of such a case­
mate. To make the armour on all sides 
of maximum thickness, it has been con­
sidered, would involve a weight which 
(might be more satisfactorily utilized if 
(disposed, entirely on the broadside, soi 
that that part of the shell of the ship 
(between, the casemates might be com­
pletely armoured. The United1 States' 
have, more than any other power ac­
cepted this condition, and in their recent 
ships more than 70 per cent, of tiheifi 
'guns are thus protected in box batteries 
or citadels. France, on the other hand, 
has preferred to put the secondary guns 
in turrets, which offers advantages in 
isolation; nearly 70 per cent, of her guns 
are disposed in this way. In Russia, 
however, there is a greater variety in 
the systems adopted, and barely 50 per 
cent, of the secondary guns are in turJ 
rets, while the remaining weapoins are 
equally distributed between casemates 
and box batteries. Germany utilizes all 
three methods in almost equal propor­
tions, although in later ships our citadel 
system finds favor. Britain, on the 
other hand, has practically all her guns 
within casemates, the only departure be­
ing in the Case of the ships of the King 
Edward class. The citadel system,' 
while enabling the guns, and therefore 
Jthe armour, to be concentrated within a 
comparitivoly small area, may also conJ 
fer the advantage of greater arc ofj
