During the year 1922 the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway handled a
total of 8,435,825 pieces of baggage
as compared with 8,732,674 for the
previous year. Of this amount
5,175,203 pieces were passengers’
baggage which compared with 5.
486,455 for the previous twelve
months. 9,697 bicycles were handled,
19,336 dogs travelled as baggage
and 23,988 baby carriages were
moved. There was also a considerable
increase in the movement of milk.

the thermometer never going above
30 degrees. November was the same;
sleighing began early and cold con-
tinued. But, strange to say, Decem-
ber was the mildest month of the
year, and people began to think that
the seasons had changed. All bread-
stuffs went up in price beyond the
means of ‘he mojority of people, and
the ordinary vegetables were unob-
tainable. Flour was/as high as four
and five dollars 3 bag and wheat in
England was 97 shillings per quarter.
