How the Maltland and the Nith on Sanday
Nignt Suddenly Became Swollen Riv-
ers—Lightning and Thunder—Arous-
ing the inhabitants--One Man Drowned
—Great Damage (o Houses, Barns, Fac-
torys, Grain, Bridges, Railways, Roads
and Dams.

A terrible deluge of rain, accompanied by
thunder aod lightning, descended on Satur-
day night upon s strip of country from
fifteen to twenty miles in width and extend-
ing in s northwesterly snd southwesterly
direction from Listowel in the north to
Paris in the south and covering
part of the connties of Huron and North
Perth, most of the county of Waterloo, the
eastern townships of Oxford and some of
those of Brant, This section of country is
drained in two ways, the height of land
being abeut Listowel from which the river
Maitland flows westerly into Lake Huron at
Goderich, and the river Nith southerly to
its junction with the Grand river some 25
miles south at Paris. The water set out in
these two directions and did immense dam-
age. Along the Maitland the dispatches
show great losses at Listowel, Wingham,
Biuevale, Echel, Henfryn, Brussels; and
down the valley of the Nith, and the little

THE FLOOD AT AYR—BY AN EYEWITNESS,
Yesterday’s doings at Ayr are not likely
to fade from the memory of its inhabitants
for many a year. Oa Saturdsy evening the
rain had fallen very hesvily, and st wuight
and oo Sunday morning there were addi-
tional thuader showers, Still mobody
dreamed of dsoger from the little river
Nith, better known as Smith’s creek, once
on s time the sceme, some miles lower
dowa, of an awfal accident on the Great
Western railway. The river Nith rises
north of Stratford, snd joins ‘he Grand
river below Paris. , Flowing -through Ayr,
it.is generally s modest stream, now and
again swollen with s spring freshet. On
Sunday evening it was observed tobe rising,
first at Plattsville, and & magnanimous man
whose name is not know started in s buggy
“» give the slarm down the river. David
Ildie’s flour mill, the largest establish-
waent of the kind in the province, is just
above Ayr, where is situated the famous
sgricultural implement factory of John
Watsou, Both of these places were awak-
eoed in the middle of Sundsy night,and the
fire bell was rumg from the tower of the
Watson factory. Mr. Watson, with his
sccustomed energy, soon had all hands
making fast what was likely to be swept
sway, Ere long the flood was upon him;
Aill riging three feet higher than Mr, Wat-
son had ever known it in thirty.four years’
residence at Ayr, the river bhad assumed
the jurbulende of & mountsin torrent, and
overflowing its banks on beth sides-did an
smount of damage it is impossible to con-
ceive without having been an eyewitness,
Boards, cordwood, hay and straw covered
the broad breast of the swollen stream.
The Credit Valley railway bridge was soon
theonly bridge not carried away, and that
was 80 shaky that trains were unabls to
cross, and freight and passengers were tran-
shipped during the day. At Watson’s fac-
tory the scene was one never to be forgotten,
The Recorder office stood in the middle of a
lske, snd any oumber of houses and build-
ings were lﬂ‘nmgnd up o ths window sills,
Through the new implement factory the
water rushed Jike s young Niagara, and a
new bridge just opposite the factory, and
which was delivered by fhe contractor on
Suturdoy night, was entirely obliterated.
Close by what had been an sbutment was &
frame cottage, through the lower story of
which the water was flowing with a force
that threatened to wreck it. At the upper
windows were two grm-ug“peqom and
seven children, who saw the building next
to them crumble up and float away on the
tide like & pack of cards,snd who must have
had a dire presenlimentof their coming fate.,
They had been warned by Mr. Watson, but
thought themselves secure, and when the
flood came peither boat nor rafs could have
lived in it 8 moment. Bg 10a.m, the water
was subsiding and the Credit Valley traia
carried away s number of unwilling visitors
who had spent three hours waiting the
ravages of the flood. It wassaid that every
bridge from Plattevelle to Paris was carried
awsy snd the amouat of dsmage done must
have been immense. Mr, Watson thought
it would take his establishment a month to
sraighten up things,and it is s matterfor con-
gratulation that the walls aud foundations
of the new building were of a character to
sustain such a shock ss they were exposed
to for some hours without apparent injury,
The extent of the damage at Goldie’s mill
and elsewbore could not be ascertained, but
the large chimney at the mill was said to be
in ruins, Through a great breadth of
country the osud where they were heavy
crops, were laid flat on the ground,
OTHER DISPATUHES, .
BrusseLs, Aug. 30,—The rain fell in tor-
rents all Saturdsy night acccmpanied by
thunder snd lightning. The rain measured
six inches on the level.  On Sunday morn-
ing the river rose to its highest Ligh mark,
and kept rising until Monday nooo, when
it had risen three feet higher than ever
before, It has destroyed all crops gromnﬂ
on sny flats, also bridges on the river, an
all culverts making the roads entirely im-
pasgable, The first damage done bere was
the tsking nu% of Vanstone's tem-
porary dam. he flood  carried
sway the smoke-stack of  Living-
stone’s flax mill, On Sunday night
the large skating riok of W. R, Wilson's
went to and floated away takin
with it James Buyer's lumber sheds an
contents, aleo his wagon shop and paint
shop and contents, a two-story boilding,
also T. Watson’s implement sheds. When
the foregoing went away they came against
the main bridge with a crash and wrecked
it 8o that it is impossible though still hang-
ing on the abutments, It also ocarried
away Livingstone's flax storehouse and tow,
the greater part of which was rescued in the
township of Grey, Four bridges bave gone.
In Morris seversl several have also gone.
The railroad has no trains running to-day,
there having been seversl serious weshouts,
‘I'n¢ railroad bridge at Ethel is expected to
4o unless the water subsides, as there is a
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very heavy jam of flood-wood against it. The
Henfryn bridge is reported gone. McAl-
lister’s mill dasm, in Grey, and Leecbe’s
dam, in Bluevale, have been swept away,
Leech loosing abouc $4000 worth of logs,
Wm. Milne’s boom broke early Sunday,
loosing about a quarter of a million feet of
lumber. Henry Ferguson, a ycung man,
was drowned at Kthel while assisting to
save saw logs for his employer. His body

a magic touch. Everatt’s livery stable, a
large frame structure built upon cedar posts,
situated near the iron bridge, crumbled
away in a8 flish, Merner’s cooper shop,
Paynes’ barp, Woodeock’s oil house and
Woods’ engine smoke stack moved down
with the rushing waters. About twelve
hours’ rain during Saturday night of the
most deluging character caused the river
Nith which runs in its serpentine course in
this veighborhood and enters the Grand
river at Paris to rise very rapidly, over a
foot an hour, until it had reached about
eight or ten feet abave its usual height,
duriog which the excitement was intense,
as it was totally unexpected, and people
began to think there might be no end to it,
Paris, Aug. 20,—This afternoon the
water in the river Nith rose very rapid-
ly and took away Whitlaw, Baird & Co.’s
headgates and part of the dam, completely
deluging the southwest side of the lower
town. Loss $20,000, Families hsd to be
carried out of their houses, The water was
six feet in many of them, Ahren’s pottery
was compietely destroyed ; loss $2000,
Schuler’s pottery partly destroyed ; loss
$500, Whitlaw, Baird & Co.’s loss on dam
and gates $3000. A great deal of furniture
was damaged belonging to private families,
St, Jacow’s, Aug. 20 —The rain poured
down iu torrents. The whole country was
flooded. Daring Saturday night the Cones-
ego river 10se and continued to i e during
Sunday forenoon at the rate of six inches
per hour until it reched the bighest point
ever known, The bridge here was in some
danger, and Mr. Baider’s mill dam would
have gone but for the exertions of the citi-
zens, who threw in sand bags until the gap
was filled up and the dam was saved. About
6 o’clock on Sunday morning Geo, Schmitt’s
large barn was struck by lightning and
baroed to the ground. It was worth $2000
and insured for $1500,
BerriN, Aug, %0.—There was one un.
ceasing crasa of thunder and the heavens
were a continuous glare of lightning, The
rain continued to fall almost uninterrupted-
!{ through the greater part of the night,
he Grand river on Sanday afternoon was
higher at Bridgeport than ever in the
spring freshets, all the flts of the village
being covered. At Waterloo the creek was
so0 high that Bricker’s foundry stood several
feet in water. In Berlin several roofs
and chimneys were damaged. The
grape vioes had a bad shaking up,
Ben Godbold’s horse was killed, In Water-
loo three houses were struck. At Bloom-
ingdale Oberholtz’s new house had some
windows broken, Thomas Fenton, above
Elmira, had bis large bain with all its con-
tents burned, as had also Geo. Smith near
Heidleberg.
WincHAM, Aug. 20 —The wildest thun-
der storm of the season set in here early
Saturdsy morning, and great quantities of
rain have fallen. The railroad track be-
tween here and Palmerston is washed out
in more than a dcozen places, and several
of the bridges have been carried away. The
train from Kincardine reached here this
morning, but could not get any further,
The highway between here and Belgrave is
covered with water, in some places four feet
deep, and two or bridges have been carried
sway, Johnston & Hamilton’s mill dam
was washed out. The Maitlsnd river has
risen twelve feet since Saturday morning,
and if it continues rising to-day the main
street will be flooded.
Larer —The Maitland river is s'ill
rising at the rate of six inches per hour.
The streets and cellars of lower Wingham
are flooded. Fisher & Hutton’s mill dam
has been carried away. -The farms along
the river bank are covered with water, and
thousands of do!lars worth of grain ruined.
Mr. Smith’s house in this town was struck
with lightning yesterday and badly damag-
ed. The water is slowly edvancing up the
main street, and a few feet more will flcod
the business part of the town, The rail-
way bridge on the London, Huron and
Bruce division is in danger. The water is
now within twenty inches of the rails,
Listowes, Aug, 19.—About 10 o’clock
last night a fearful rain storm accompanied
with terrible thunder and lightning broke
over this place, Abou’ 6 this morning the
citizens were alarmed by the ringing of the
fire bell, and amid peels of thunder aud
terrific lightoing hastened to the business
art of the town to save all that was possi-
le. In a short time the water flooded
Main and Wallsce streets, filling ull the
cellars, and in many of the business places
the water was from a foot to twenty inches
deep on the floors, doing an immense
amount of damage to goods of all descrip-
tion, Several buildings were carried away
and smashed to atoms. Bridges and side:
walks were also greatly damaged, Several
very narrow escapes of drowning occurred,
among which was Mr, J, M. W. Scotf,
banker, and Lawyer Maybee, who were
crossivg Wallace street in a boat, when it
upset, they being nearly powerless in the
swifs current, but fortunately they caught
on a piece of floating sidewalk just as they
were being carried under a large bridge and
rescued. It iw impossible at present to esti-
mate the loss, Reports from the suno]un:l-
ing country say whole fields of grain in
shocks have been swept away, and many
pocut are totally ruined. The water is now
falling.

ACOCIDENT ON THE G.7T. R.
An Engine and Three Cars Ditched at
Guelph,

Gueren, Aug, 20,—About four o’clock
en Sunday morning an  accident
which will iavolve the loss of  con-
siderable property to the Grand Trmnk
occurred at the ‘°Y” where the Grand
Trunk snd Great Western®divisions cross
each other. There was a heavy thunder-
storm at the time and it was impossible to
distinguish objects for any great distunce
shead. The Western train, drawn by
engine No, 74, in charge of Conductor
Cox and Engineer Thompson was going
north at the time and the Grand

Trupk train drawn by No. 264, in
charge of Conductor So::h“i:‘ and engineer
Wm, Nye, was moving slowly east. The
north bound train was com: mostly of
box cars and at the rear wers three flat
care aiud the conductor’s caboose, The
engine of the Grand Trunk train struck
the flat car next the conductor's van
baeaking them apart, throwing the flat on
the platform and tumbling the van into
the gul]y on the routh side of the G. T, R.
track. The engine and a car loaded with
fresh meat oo the east bound train also
left the track, t!u car being thrown on the
caboose, damaging both considerably, the
engine going through the platform down the
embankment, turning the tender end for
end. Before the train struck the fireman
and engineer of the G, T, R, train jumped
aud escaped unhurt, The occupants of the
western conductor’s van received a severe
shaking up by being pitched down the em-
bankment, but feel none the worse. Besides
the conductor there were in the vin at the
time Henry and William Michie, sons of
Mr. William Michie of Guelph. Mr. Me-
Shane, the attendant at the diamond run-
ning to eecape from the accident tripped
over the semsphore wire and was thrown
inta the ditch, being considerablyshaken up,

The cause of the accident has not been
ascertained, Assistant Superintendent
Bell arrived this morning to make an in-
vestigation into the matter, It is supposed
that some of the semaphores had been
blown down or that the engineer of the
Truok train mistook the larger car near
the rear of the train as being the whole of
it,

Two auxillaries were sent to clear off the
wreck, one from Palmerston and the other
from BStratford, The track was cleared
about 11 o’clock Sundsy night, and the
morning express and freight trains were
tran.ferred roand by the ““Y” switch.

Irish Riots in Scotland.
GrAascow, Aug. 20,—Rioting was begun
in Coalbridge, Lanark zounty, Scotland, on
Saturday between parties of orangemen and
catholics, Twenty-six ariests and two of
the police dangerously wouaded. The riot-
ing was resumed this morping, A pumber
of catholics armed with picks and hammers
paraded Main street in search of sntagonists,
and resisted the police, The officers were
reicforced by mounted policemen, The
combined force charged the rioters, twenty
of whom were arrested. There is great ex-
citement, and more trouble is expected,
Later—The rioting wes renewed to-
night, The police were stoned by the peo-
ple, whereupon the riot act was resd and
the police charged and dispersed the mob.

The city fathers met. in regulsr fortnight-
ly session last might. Mayor Boswell pre.
sided. There were present Ald. Trees,
Allan, Hall, Carlyle, Moore, Hastings,

A large number of communigations were
read. The street railway company com-
plained of alleged unneceesary delay in con-
structing the Church street scwer south of
King street. Mr, Chas. Morrison sent in
his resignation as secretary ot the board of
works, The agent of the Pheenix electric
light company offered to supply the ecity
with machinery for lighting the streets by
electricity, These and the other commu-
nications were referred to the several com-
mittees.

A lengthy communication addressed to
the mayor from Dr, Canniff, the medical
health officer, was read. Dr. Canniff out-
lived the progress made by the *‘ssnitary
police” in their house-to-house inspection
and he said they were accomplishing much
good, He thought the time Bad arrived
when the fouling of the soil t to s
thickly popilated district it im-
possible for well water to be a 8afe article
of consumption, even th the water
might sppear pureto the senses of sight
and smell, He also pointed out the pres-
ence of a number of foul cisternsin the city
and spoke of the far too many cases of in-
adquate drainage,

e council went info committee of the
whole on report No. 28 of the executive
committee and the reports of other commit-
tees, Ald.

Riley, Hosmer and Hamm came back,
and the others kept on, Hanlan well ahead,
l‘tl ':l:l not don‘ll».t:'d on dthl.u referee’s boat that
all the men understood the signal to return,
but the men continued ever the ‘course,
with Teemer leading, Driscoll second, Mo-
Kay third, Haolan a way behind them and
the others struggling in the rear, Itlcoked
as if the men were determined not to row the
race on its merits, The referee immediately
ordered the race to be rowed over again,
About 7 o’clock another start was made,
The men got off pretty even, Hanlan shoot-
