Jolllffe expressed a desire 
that the ladies of the Relief Society 
be represented upon the board, which 
puestion upon motion of Principal Mac- 
Murchy, will be discussed at next 
meeting, though It was denounced by 
the Chairman as unconstitutional./ The 
Superintendent’s report showed that 
from April 15 to 19 240 persons
had been admitted to the casual ward,
