Itis
all the more marked frdm the fact that
the government was in no way enws
dangered, as the wheels of state will
roll on as smoothly as ever; it was a
nation mourning, as one individual,
over the sad close of the fearful suffer-
ings of a soldier of the republic, whose
sterling qualities had raised him from
a poor bare<foot boy to the highest
executive office in the United States.
“God doeth all things well;"” how do
we know what good results may flow
out of this calamity. England's peo-
ple have expressed the most universal
grief and commuseration,—our mnoble
Queen, who has herself passed through
the baptism of suffering, was among
the first to send a message of sympathy
across the ocean to the widowed wife,

seconded by the Prince of Wales.
Resolutions of condolence have been
passed in every public meeting in
England, and message after message to
that effect shows, that as the Pell Mell
Gazette says, “ A communion of sorrow
unites the ocean-sundered members of
the Eunglish race today more closely
than it ever bas been united since 1776,
In our own Dominion the sorrow has
been wide spread, and national tokens
of sorrow were ordered by the Gover.
nor General. From all parts of the
world the same kind sympathy has
found utterance, and it will be long ere
the rememberance of the last ten weeks
will be obliterated.

field was not a common man,—his has G

been a life full of vicissitudes—and he
fought the grim fight with the angel of
death with the same stern determina-
tion and beroic patience that was
characteristic of him. His name will
fill an honored place in the long list
of United States’ Presidents, and his
memory will be cherished with rever
ence by the children of future generan»
tions.
SUMMARY OF HIS LIFE.

So many of the details of his life
have already appeared that it is scarce
ly necessary for us to give but an outline
of his career. He was born in 1831, in a
backwoods cabin in Ohio. He was
early left fatherless; but his mother
was one of the indomitable kind, and
by her exertions k' her family of
four children unbroken for several
years. Young James early evinced a
a passion for study, and soon mastered
all the books at his command. Long:
ings for a glimpse of the busy world
commenced when he was about six
teen. He engaged himself as & canal
boat” hand; but was attacked with
malarial fever three months after.
Upon his recovery he entered a semi-
nury as a student, where he rapidly
improved himself. His- slender re-
sources were eked out by teaching and
arm work during vacation periods.
His next step was as a teacher in an
academical school ; his next to college;
his next as a profesgor of ancient lan-
guages and English literature., This
period was 1857 and he was only
twenty-six years old! In 1859 he was
elected a State Senator for Ohio; next
we find him a Federal Lieutenant
Colonel in the great civil war, then a
Colonel, then a Major-general. While
in the field he was elected to a seat in
Congress by his native State, and was
thus divided by two calls of duty.
President Lincoln urged him to re-

,sign his commission and accept his
seat in Congress, as there were plenty
brave men in the field, but a lack of
efficient men in Congress. Garfield
finally yielded more from a sense of
duty than choice. He soon became a
controlling influence in Congress,
where he was a stalwart champion for
mahy reforms, among others for the
resumption of specie payment. His
career in Congress was the immediate
stepping stone to the Presidency, and
the whole record of his previous life
shows that had he been spared he
would have filled the duties of his high
office with honor to himself and profit
to the United States.

place yesterday at the school house
pursuant to law. Fourteen persons
out of about 180 rate-payers be-
longing to the section attended to
take part in and perform the necessary
and important work of arranging mat-
ters and providing finances for the
ensuing school year. Benjamin Fellows,
Esq., was called to the chairand A.
Morse, appointed secretary. It
was then moved by Mr. D, Palfrey and
seconded, that W. Chipman, Esq., be
the trustee in the stead of Mr, Harris re-
tiring trustee, and Mr. Chipman, havs
ing positively declined, it was then
moved and seconded that E. Bent,Esq.,
be appointed. Mr. Bent also declined
the honor, when it was moved and
seconded by Messrs. Prat and Hoyt
that the retiring trustee, F. C, Harris,
Esq., be re-elected to that office, which
on being put to the meeting by the
Chairman, passed, there being one
dissentient vote only. Here a lively
discussion ensued as to the propriety
and legality of the re-election to office
of the trustee last herein named, in
which our worthy citizen D. Palfrey,
Esq., led the opposition. It was urg-
ed by the latter that it was unbecom-
ing, to say the least of it, for the
Messrs. Hoyt and Prat, existing trus-
tees, to propose and second Harris, re-
tiring trustee, for re-election, and
after an animated discussion of an
hour or more, in which charges of in~
efficiency on the part of trustees, and
repartee of a somewhat sarcastic turn,
were indulged in, Messrs. Hoyt, Prat
and Harris, trustees elect, tendered
their resignation ; this, however, was
not accepted by the meeting. Mr.
Harris then tendered his resignation
which was duly accepted, and at the
same time he was deservedly, as you,
Mr. Editor, I think, will agree with me
and other ratepayers, complimented on
the very eflicient state of the school,
and the appearance of the grounds and
institution generally, to which good
work he had lent his aid.

At this juncture, it was moved and
seconded that Mr. Jno. E. Sancton,
be the new trustee, and moved in
amendment by W. Chipman, Esq., and
seconded, that F. C. Harris, Esq., be
re-elected as trustee to fill the vacancy.
