What djrect obstructions are placed in
its way?

swverage of 50. Till students can plainly
seo some distinction made, they can not
be expected to give up their time and

Glycerine.

The name is derived from a Greek word

signifying * sweet,'and has referenceto the
taste. Asoil consists of acid and glycer.
ine, the latter is obtained by separating
the oil—the same 18 true of fat—inte its
component parts.
The uses of glycerine are becoming more
extended and valuable. There is no ape
plication that is better than a few drops
rubbed daily over the hands, to keep them
moist and smooth. The hands should be
first moistened with water, as the glyccr-
ine otberwige abeorbs moisture from the
skin, \

Glycerine and carbolic acid—ihree
ounces of the former 1o fifteen grains of
the latter—are the most efficient applica-
tions for chapped hands, and equally for a
scurfy skin. It may be used two or three
times a day.

Glycerine is also said to be exceedingly
effective in rome cases of plles. A gentle-
man who had suffered with them for years,
and whose case appeared to defy medical
treatment, was cured by taking it daily
with his food. A dose would be from a
balf to » whole tablespoonful.

Writers in the London Lancet
commends it for acidity of stomach. Its
use for this trouble was first di d by
8 private gentleman, who had long been a
sufferer frow it. Having read in a paper
that glycerine kept milk from souring, be
#sid to bimself, ‘Wby won’t it keep
me?

He tried it with complete success, and *
was able thenceforth to take food from
which be bad been forced to abstain. It
was subsequently employed by physicians
with like results.
