From the Journal of the Rev. J. Carry.

Grosse IsLp.—Duriug the whole season, by God’s merey,
there were fewer sick than had been for some years. My
duties being almost nvariably the sume, T may at ouece de-
scribe the summer’s worlk.

{ had service twice every Sunday, the second service being
held in the Bartacks for the troops, whenever there were
emigrants on the end of the Island where the Chureh s,
Sometimes, when there was 2 Jarge number of Protestant
emigrants, I hiad also a separate service fur then 5 thus mak-
ing three services, which, besides visiting the hospitals, imade
3 hard day’s work. But this was very seldom. .

Every day T visited the hospitals, in which there were not, -
at any one time, mere than 30 Protestants. :

Twice I visited St. Thomas, on Sundays, and twice Crane
Island, once on o week day, and once on a Sunday. T aad |
intended visiting Port Joli, and requested, by letter, Mr,
Patton of St. Thomas tosend word 3 but he did not receive
sy letter wntil after T had reached St. Thonmag, s0, of
course, I did not go down, as it was at the conclusion of the i

Oct. 12th.—Rode to Ely. Gave notice of service next day. |
Sunday 13th~—1Tad service twice,—in the morning at Mr, :

Armstrong’s, Durham. and in the evening at Nixow’s, Ely.
A tolerable attendance at both places.

In complinnce with the wishes of some communicants,
I gave notice that the Holy Conununion would be adminis-
tered next Sunday. The site for the intended Church is
now fixed on.

14th—Went to Kingsey, 22 miles, that I might obtain
mformation from Rev. Mr. Balfour.

15th—Woent to the back part of Kingsey, nine miles from
the Parsonage, had service at which, with only two hony<’
notice, some 20 people assembled.  Staid oveenight at Mr.
Cassidy’s,an Irish churchman. At this nm s honse the
Lord Bishop of Quebec had to remain «night. some three
years ago; the reminiscence of which was evidently most

ratifying to thesz honest people.

16th.—\Went on to Slupton, and in the way cailed on an
old man, u few years since converted to the Chureh by the
study of the Seriptures.  He was confirmed by the Bishop.

and as far as I could hear, has always borne a most excellent
character. The fimily assombled, and X read 2 chapter,
made some remarks, and prayed. Proceeded to Mr. Men-
ning’s ncar Danville. e was from home, bnt I got sume

information respecling the ‘Lownship of Tingwick. This

Township is newly settled, chiefly in two places: onc set-
tement as almost exclusively Roman Catholie, the other en-
tirely Protestant, save two or three Roman Catholics. Went
to Tmgwick, 11 wmiles from Darville, through very bad roads.
The person with whom I stiid had a great number of men
workmg for i, at a 7aésing ; so that T hada good chance
to give notice of a service on the following day; aud as
some of the men were going ofl’ to a Jee the next morning,
they wished to have service at 8 o’clock, which hour I ac-
cordmgly appointed. My host’s house consisted of but one
apartment, out of which they had removed beds, &c., to
make it a couvenient dining-hall for their workmen.

17th—In the morning, notwithstanding some rain and
unpleasaut indications of foul weather, besides other unpro-
pitions circumstances, about 33 persons assembled—they
were very attentive, and appurently devont. After the
2nd Lesson I baptized 3. cluldren, and afier the service
another, whose mother, having sprained her ancle, could not
be in time.  There were Sponsors.  Rev. Mr. Lonsdell had
oceasionul services here.. There are not many church peo-
ple, but the dissenters (chiefly Trish and Amerieans) are very
favourably disposed to the Church,—several of the people
keeping their children one or two years to be baptized by a
Church Clergyinan, in preference to the ministrations of dis-
seniers.  The people all anxiously express the desire which
they have for the oceasional services of w Church Clergyman,

Returned to My, Henning’s, who, meantime, at my re-
quest, had given notice of a service at the village of Dan-
ville.

18th.~—Had Service at 2, P. 3., at Danville. Perhaps 20
were present. Keturning to Methouzne I buptized a Church-
man’s child by the way.

19th.—Got back to Ely or rather Durham.

20th.—IHad two services, as on the preceding Sunday, and
in the morning, administered the Hoiy Communion to 8 or
9, hulf of them elderly persons, and seldom have 1 seen any
more unafiectedly devout in iheir conduct—there was deep
cmotion visible in every firce, while tears of mingled peni-
tenee, und mith, and gratitwde watered many cyes,

26th.—Amid tremeadous win and through rvads incon-
ccivably bad, went to Clifion, notifying the people as T went
alone, and on the 27th, Sunduy, kad service twice at one
Tuylor's, about 30 people aticnding cach time.  There are

romembrance of onr serviecs. whicl, performed as they
must be inthose places, have, I dure say, o sirange aspect to
the people.
