An cxpert workman wlil shape and sharpen tho teeth with an Emory Wheol,
leaving tho teoth case hardened, In which condition the saw will cut about 33} per cont. moro lumber than a soft saw will. Thoeo
who want to uso the file, however, avo oaly to touch the saw {1ghtly a sccond timo (after going all ovor 1t once), and this sccond
toucl will cut through tho caso-hardencd ecale,
