. Tue Pore aND THE QueeN’s CoLreces.—I have
ascertained, {o a certainty, that the decrees of the
. Thurles Syned, condemning the Queen’s Colleges, as
institutions ¢¢ dangerous to Faith and Morals,” Lave
been sanctioned by the Pope, without any change or
qualification. Some slight alterations have been made
in the statutes of the Syuod, respecting matters of Ec-
clesiastical discipline in the various:dioceses; but
those which refer to the Colleges have been approved
without any medification whatever. The counterme-
morial, forwarded to Rorhe by thirteen of the Roman
Catholic Prelates, has, consequently, been altogether
unavailing.  After the promulgation of the Rescript,

announcing this decision, any Clergyman remaining |

in conaection with the Colleges would be suspended
ipso fucto.  As regards the attendance of the Roman
Catholic laity at the Colleges, no change is necessarily
made by the Papal saaction of the decrees of the
‘Thurles Synod. There is no actual proliibition, but
after the withdrawal of the Deans of Residence from
those institutions, the Prelates opposed to them will
doubtless exercise their utmost influence in preventing
the children of Roman Catholic parents from attending.
Thus it will be seen we have another Rescript—
another crime—another occasion for thankfulpess to
Almighty God.  And our thankfulness must be the
greater, because in this case the direct and main ob-
ject of the Rescript, the great purpose for which it is
isaued, is-to defeat and to procure the ignominious
- annihilation of an Act of Parliament.. The Reseript
spoken of in the above paragraph, kas been received
by each of the four Archbishops; and, we doubt not,
