Agrarian ontrages, or offences arising out of
gispuses about the tenure of ‘land are. the only
serious crimes which to any considerable extent
pollute the soil of Cathelic Ireland. God forbid
1hat we should appear as the apologist of these
crimes, or as seeking to extenuate thewr guill.—
But whben all 1s sad, it must be admitted tlat
these exceptional crimes ‘are the result of the
W exceptional” social condition of the country 1
which they ocsur. They have toew exciting
cause, nat_in auy inuate depravity of the Irsh
heart, but in the unhappy relations existing be-
twixt the legal owners of the soil, aud its oc-
cupiers or cultivators. These stand to one
anotler in the relation of conquerors and con-
quered, of dommant and of subject races, alien
to one aother in Dblood, language and religion.
The Auglo-Duteh invaders of Irelund redistri-

‘Lo these guestions
we fiud a reply 1w lately published official docu-
ments, quoted, and commented upon by the Earl
of Caersarvon in the House of Lords upon Thurs-
day, the 19th ult.

Neither 18 this  exceptional” or-paculiar to
Great Britain, for the same phenomena repeat
themselves on this Continent with svearisome
unilormity, as may be seen by reference to the
Statistics of the Provincial Penitentiury of
Canada. In the Lower or Romish section of
the Province, serious crune is rare, and the num-
ber of convicts sent to the said Pemtenliary
from the Catholic portion of the community, 1,
1o respect ta s population, trifling. The great
buik of the convicts is furnished by Upper Can-
adu ; and the armny of criminals garrisoning the
Penitentiary is mainly recruited irowm thal class
of our Canadian society supposed to bask m

The facts or figures caonot be controverted.
That Blue Baoks do not le, or official statisties-
deceive is an article of faith with many, which
to impugn would be ¢ flal burglary as ever was
committed.” To those who base their faith
upon such documents we address ourselves—
asking how it is that the official statistics of
Romish Ireland and Romish Lower Capada—in-
dicate the remarkably gratfying moral condition
of therr respective populations; whilst the eri-
wnal statisties of Protestant England and Pro-
testant Upper Canada present one uniform and
revolting spectacle of moral depravity ?

High Mass was sung by the Rev. M. Trudeav,
asusted by the Rev. M.M. M‘Kenna and O-
Briex, as Decons and Sub-Deacens. The musi-
cal portion of the service was excellently con-
ducted. After the Gospel, the Rey. Mr. Fitzpa-
trick ascended the pulmt, and preached an un-
pressive and most eloquent sermon. . We give
below a brief, and imperfect sketch of this fine
discourse, The preacher selected for lis texi
St. Jouw xv. 16 :— ‘

 Behold { have chosen you, and huve uppointed you,
that you should go, and should bring forth fruil, and
thet your fruil shall remuin’

Commenting on these words, the Reverend
gentleman proceeded in the following strain :—

“L'o bring souls to God was the holy mission
coofided to the Church by her Divine founder.
Tlis was the desire of the Catholic Church : her
constant anxious desire, the objery of all her m-
stitutions. It was her holy work to direct men,
not o thngs which were temporal and endured
but for a moment, but to the heavenly Jerusalewn,
were there were joys that would never fade, and
bliss that would never end. To share in this
work was most ennobling, because it elevated
poor bumanity to semething rearer 1he Deity—
made hun from the depths of his own lowliness te
be a Oriest of God. The priests of the Catholic
Church weep and pray for the people committed
to thewr eharge, between the porch aad the ahar,
and their constant, continued prayer to God for
them was, that they might be suved; that they
mgbt be, as it were, recreated and born anew.
Man was thus ennobled by working m the service
of God.  And 1t was for thus working, and doing
it well, that St. Patrick, the patron saint of Ire-
lsnd, as the chosen apostle of the Irish nation,
clailged their admiration and mented their praise.
The life of him, who with true Irish hearts the
vast assemblage then present, had met together
to hionar, or rather God throngh him,—for Patrick
is what be 1s and was what he was, only through
God’s grace, and we honor Him through His
holy ones, for lie is lionored, in His saints—most
of them mast be familiar with, But the source
and prmciple of Patrick’ greatness lay in the
great work to which by Divine Providence be
bad bern called—the work of saving sonls, and
1o lus confidence, fidelity and attachment to the
vocation that bad been set him. The Preacber
proceeded 1o slate some events and salient points
in the life of the Saint, which accounted for the
glory and honor attached to his name. e dwelt
eloquently on the early life of St. Patrick, a eap-
tive in a foreign land, weak, lowly, young: a
striking instance of the truth of the words that
God often choses as lis instrumeuts the weak of
this world to confound the strong. It wasin his
exile and caplivity among a pagan nation that be
determined to convert them, for God had put it
into lus heart. Though be bad then te follow the
bumble occupation of tending the flacks, it was
to be a higher and holier duty in a {ewyears; to
‘look after the souls of men and carry his pastoral
crook with him while travelliug arcund his vast
diocese. He turned the inisfortunes with which
lie bad been afflicted 10 account ; finding a nation
of pagans, with- whom he was a bondsman, he
vowed to convert them. Finding darkness to
caver the land, and dimaess the peaple, he vowed
to help them, and it pleased God to place it in
bis power. He was deterred by no Jifliculties ;
in the strength of the Most Uigh, how could he
fesr 7 He converted Irelaund to the faith which
she had kept ever since, and this was why he was
so venerated as her apostie, and why they so
gloried in lnm. e went to Rome the fountain-
head of science and of the arts—the capital of
the world—the cily where sat enthroned the vi-
sible representative of the fisherman Peter ; and
to him he told lus aspirations, made known his
aspirations and made known Ins vow. [t was
there that on being solemnly consecrated to his
task he gol the name of Patricius or Datrick, and
was sent out to apostalize and evangelize Ireland,
as Saint Augustine had been sent out to Eigland
by Pope Gregory the Grezt.  Of Saint Patrick’s
name, Ireland had right good cause to be proud.
1t was a name which was worthy of the nation of
whom he was to become the patron smnt. He
had wo: fear in Iuy heart whea he went on his
self-sought, but divinely appoipted missin, for he
koew he could do all things through God strength-
emng him. 1t was to Tara that Patrick directed
his steps ; and there, where all the enlightenment
of the nation was concentraled, where its assem-
bled svisdotn was convened, belfore 1is astonished
chiefs e declared the glad Ldings of salvation,
and preached to them 1he true God. He told
them that they must zbolish therr idolatrons
practices ; that the sun they must no longer
adore, Lut worship 1ts maker. He pointed by
way of illustration to the shamrock, the three-
leaved clover on one sialk, to prove the doctrine
of the Triune God. Like Paul hefore the Areo-
pagus he was listened to with wonder, hut his
suceess in the end was as signal. The grace of
God was shed into the hearls of his hearers abun-
dantly, and it was attested by every historian that
ne pagan nation had been hke Ireland, almost
instamly converted, and embracing Christianity.
Patrick then travelled all over_the enuntry.  He
opened schools of learning, be built ehurches, he
founded ronvents, be erected wmonasteries, Like
a peacelul conqueror e marched round the land
leading the people to true peace; and it was ne
wounder [reland ioved and lonored him, to whom
she was indebted for the proud designation by
which she is known so famiiarly—the Island of
the Samts. The presence of so many in the
cliurch to-day proved that the truibs which Si.
Patrick taught still prevad, The church itself
called by his name, showed that even in ths dis-
tant colony—far away from the land of their
birth, St. Patrick’s children- had not forgotten
him. The faith he taught had stood firm, fixed
and grounded through every suffering and ftrial

{ Patrick could best be perpetuated. is hearers

‘must be ready to receive all the teachings of the

as an Apostle as well as a Saint. They must
mmitate all his actions; stand fast by the faith
and give no occasion to the enemy to blas.
pheme. They must cullivate a spirit of union
among themselves, and live in brotherly love
with all men; they must forget-past differences
and put down the seeds of discord wherever
sown. No one ever lost anything by cultivating
a spint of good fellowship, a spirit of forgiveness ;
and this should be carried out even towards thos;
who had brought reproach upon Irislunen or their
country. *They must forgive and forget—be oy
one with those around them, and (God’s bhlessig
would be upon them. St. Andrew and St
' George, the patrons of the two other national so.
cteties, whose descendants were around us, woyl(
smile upon any Christian union that might be cu.
tivated. He did not wish them to abandon thuj
nationality—tkat should never be—but to agres
1 social life, and strive to live amoag eaclh other
as [riends. DBe at peace with each other, ang
with themselves, The reconciliation at Duuly
winch they must all have heard or read of, wasa
sight pleasing to man and pleasing to Gad. Keep
aloof from all secret societies ; do eversthing in
the open light of day ; with the ingenuouspess of
the Insh charscter and the frankness of tie
Irsh heart.

his text, us applied to thetr Parron-—¢I haye

The Mass then proceeded. Divine Service
concluded, the Procession reformed, ond marched,

Arnived at the St. Patrick’s Hall, the assem-
‘bled thousands were addressed in a very eloquent
and appropriate speech by the President ot the
St. Patrlek’s Society, T, M‘Kewva, Esg. He
said :— .

Fellow-Countrymen - Children of Ireland ~ It i3 be-
yoad the power of human voice 1o reach the linitg of
thie vast assemblage, and may it ever be so on this
the celebration of the festival day of the Patron
Saint of Ireland.
