The Union agrees to co-operate with and to render all possible assistance
to the United Nations, its principal and subsidiary organs, in accordance wi
the United Nations Charter and the International Telecommunication Con+
vention, taking fully into account the particular position of the individus)
members of the Union who are not members of the United Nations. £

ArticLe VII
Relations with the International Court of Justice

1. The Union agrees to furnish any information which may be requested
by the International Court of Justice in pursuance of Article 34 of the Statute
of the Court.

2. The General Assembly authorizes the Union to request advisory opinioné
of the International Court of Justice on legal questions arising within the scop®
of its competence other than questions concerning the mutual relationships of
the Union and the United Nations or other specialized agencies.

3. Such request may be addressed to the Court by the Plenipoftenti%fy
Conference or the Administrative Council acting in pursuance of an authorizatio?®
by the Plenipotentiary Conference.

4 When requesting the International Court of Justice to give an adyvisory
opinion the Union shall inform the Economic and Social Council of the request:

Personnel Arrangements

Statistical Service

1. The United Nations and the Union agree to strive for maximum €%
operation, the elimination of all undesirable duplication between them, and ,tl:f‘
most, efficient use of their technical personnel in their respective collecto™
analysis, publication, standardization, improvement and dissemination of sta“’_
tical information. They agree to combine their efforts to secure the greatest poha
sible usefulness and utilization of statistical information and to minimize ?h
burdens placed upon national governments and other organizations from whi

such information may be collected.
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2. The Union recognizes the United Nations as the central agency for, tg_
colleetion, analysis, publication, standardization, improvement and d_1ssemm
tion of statistics serving the general purposes of international organizations.
