In fulfillment of the objectives of the present Agreement, the Governmer.l;‘
of Canada and the Government of Costa Rica, acting directly or through theln
competent agencies, may conclude subsidiary agreements in the form of 2
exchange of notes, letters or memoranda, with respect to the following:

All subsidiary agreements concluded in accordance with the provisions e
this Article in any form, shall make specific reference to this Agreement.

ARTICLE XII

Unless it is specifically stated otherwise, any subsidiary agreement c":; '
cluded in accordance with this Agreement shall be considered to be admin
trative arrangements only.

ARTICLE XIII

Differences which may arise in the implementation of the provisions g§
this Agreement, or of any subsidiary agreement, shall be settled by mean$ p
negotiations between the Government of Canada and the Government
Costa Rica, or in any other manner mutually agreed upon by the parties.

ARTICLE XIV

The present Agreement shall be ratified and the Instruments of Ratific?
tion shall be exchanged as soon as possible. It shall enter into force on e
date of the exchange of Instruments of Ratification, and shall remain in forix
unless one of the parties gives notice of termination to the other at least 8
months in advance. Such termination shall not affect the validity of

e
contracts already negotiated nor the guarantees already furnished under i
terms of this Agreement.
