Cross-Border Trade in Services and Investment

1. Under the Canada Oil and Gas Operations Act, a 
“benefits plan” must be approved by the Minister in order to 
be authorized to proceed with an oil and gas development 
project.

2. A “benefits plan” is a plan for the employment of 
Canadians and for providing Canadian manufacturers, 
consultants, contractors and service companies with a full and 
fair opportunity to participate on a competitive basis in the 
supply of goods and services used in a proposed work or 
activity referred to in the benefits plan.
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
