It will have the same status as Expo 1 67 and will be

the next exhibition of that category authorized by the Bureau of International

Exhibitions, as well as the first of its kind to be held in Asia . Mr . Martin

declared that "in the developing context of Canadian-Japanese relations, Canada .ts

presence at Osaka will appropriately re-affirm the valued friendship between our

two countries and our growing partnership in trade and other fields" ,
