TABLINGO0F EXCHANGE 0F LETTERS RESPECTING
U.K. CEREAL IMPORT POLICIES

Hon. Mitchell Sharp <Minisier of Trade and
Commerce): Mr. Speaker, on March 19 and an
earlier occasions I have informed the house
af the discussions that have been taking place
with the British goverrnent concerning their
propased new cereals paicies. Hon. Lionel
Chevrier, Canadian high commissioner in Lon-
don, yesterday signed on behalf of the govern-
ment of Canada an exehange of letters cansti-
tuting an agreement between the Canadian
government and the governiment af the United
Kingdom concerning Britain's new production
and import policies with respect ta cereals. I
ask leave of the house to table the text of this
exchange of letters and supporting documents.

Mr. Speaker: Does the house grant leave?

Somne hon. Members: Agreed.

Mr. Sharp: Similar agreements have been
concluded between Britain and its ather prin-
cipal overseas cereal suppliers, Argentina,
Australia and the United States. I regard
these arrangements as constructive and help-
ful. I am confident they will strengthen trade
in cereals between Canada and Britain, and
that they can contribute ta the working out of
broader cereals arrangements of an interna-
tional character. These arrangements with the
British and with their other principal overseas

cereal suppliers were worked aut in a spirit of
close co-aperation and understanding.

These arrangements are complex. I arn re-
luctant ta take the time of the hause ta com-
ment on them at this time, although I amn pre-
pared ta do so. Instead, Mr. Speaker, I have
prepared an explanatory memorandum and I
would ask the consent of the house ta have it
printed as an appendix ta today's Hansard ta
assist hon. members i their study of the
agreement.

Mr. Speaker: Does the house give consent?

Hon. George C. Nowlan (Dîgby-Annapolis-
Kings>: Mr. Speaker, ordinarily in a matter
of this importance we would expect the min-
ister ta make a statement. However, I quite
appreciate that the matter is highly technical
and I presume that any statement hie might
make would not be brie!. I think it would be
h,21pful to the house if the minister had leave,
without creating a precedent, ta table this
statement at this time. Then hon. members
would have an opportunity of studying it and
at a later date could ask questions in the house
dealing with it.

Mr. Speaker: Does the house agree?

Some hon. Members: Agreed.
