Energy Control Board Item 30, Transport Items 40 and 50, and
Northern Transportation Company Limited Item L90 (Schedule
B) of the said estimates $13,799,000.00.

(d) An additional two-twelfths of the total amount of Atomic
Energy of Canada Limited Item L45, Manpower and Immigra-
tion Item 10 and Treasury Board Item 5 (Schedule C) of the said
estimates $71,483,333.33.
