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to !Te York, and I doubt whether it would have been 
worth your time to do so, to say nothing of the 
expense. I suggested that some one living either 
in Toronto or Montreal should be recommended and,
I think, you will agree with that suggestion* The 
arses of Professor HacKensie of Toronto and Professor 

Corbett of I'oGill were mentioned, either of whom,
I think, would make a good member of the Committee*

I thought I would write to you, 
Brock, and tell you just v/hat I said and give you 
my reasons for saying it. Once more let me assure 
you, and I know you will believe me, that the only 
reason why I questioned the advisability of your 
appointment was the fact that you lived in Vancouver.
