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fifty-fourth degrees of latitude. These additions are from

infonnatioD collected from Indians with whom he had

opportunities of communicating, during his journey and

residence with them. Copies of this map are now presented

to both Houses of Congress. With these I communicate

also a Statistical View, procured and forwarded by him, of

the Indian nations inhabiting the territory of Louisiana,

and the countries adjacent to its northern and western bor-

ders; of their commerce^ and of other interesting circum-

stances respecting them.
