Hon. James Young spoke with some
ambiguity.

Smith’'s treatment of these .matters,
while brief and of a simple character,
left the imipression that it would -have
been wise to have considered the poinis
before rushing it -into . print. Mr,
Smith remarked that he had read
carefully the communications .to .ae
press. In his mind there was noth-
ing needing an answer, but the points
ralsed confused the public. Mr.
Wright of the Electric Lighting Com-
pany had stated that the company’'s
rates were 8 cents per kilowatt hour,
and the rates-of the commission 7 1-3.
The company’s rates were .8 centg for'|
residence and 12 cents for business
use.  ‘The commission’s rates were §
cents: for residence and 6 cents 1or
business.

“It was purely a question of mis-
statement,”” was Mr. Smith’'s comment,
Mr. Hawkins of the Hamilton com-
panies had stated that rates quoted by
them were $12.40 per horse-power !n
Hamilton. Subject tp the correetness
of the report Mr. Smith thought the
figures must apply to motor capacity.
A 40 horse-power motor only used 25
horse-power ,and the sales at the low
rate might be arrived at this way.

Ripped Up.

With regard to Mr, Stanley Rich-
mond, he had been one of the em-
ployes of the commission, “Owing to
difficulties which. need not be dis-
cussed we had to get rid of him,” ex:
plained the big quiet-voiced commis-
sloner+ Mr. Richmond’'s statements
were quite absurd. He hagd stated
that from 50,000 horse-power machines,
10,000 had to be written off for a spare
machine, The commission estimate
was for 60,000 horse-power with one
spare machine. He spoke of ihe
amount of loss -on the generator, but
no enginéer would do so nowadays,
as such methods were out of date.
When a 10,000 horse-power generator
was spoken of °‘the output was re-
ferred to, the loss always being al-
lowed for.
