* WTHOUT LAW OR RLE

Officers Considered Unnecessary
and Expenses Are Nil— Deal-
ing Dates Back to 1720,

New York, Jan, l.—Many persons are of
the opinion. that curb traging comparatively
is a new. proceeding, but thiy ls not so, as
it is known that in 1720 a curb mavket
existed in Paris 10 the Rue Quncompox
and, as Iy the case here, a part of the
street was roped off to murk the boundar-
fes of the nmrket. ‘This Mrench mavket
fizally became so Jarge that it  had 10 be
moved to the garden of a prince, who rent-
ed out booths at an enormous figure. Thae
curb on B -streey was staried in the
early elghtfes, when Jess than 4 dozen men
congregated in fronf of the Mills Buildin
and traded In a' few hundred shares
stock daily.
