poses of the high candle-power lights to
the mumber. virtually now in use in the
city.

The Hydro-Carbon Lights.

The second part of the contract goes to
General Thayer's Hydro-Carbon Co., burn-
ing the Clnsumers’ Gas Company’s gas, the
lamps te be placed where the secretary
of the Fire and Light Committee directs.
These hydro-carbon lamps are the same as
submitted to the city experts, and are to
be approved by the secretary of the Fire
and Light Committee, being not less than
80 candle-power, as against the 13 caundle-
power gas lamps heretofore supplied by

+ the Consumers’ Gas Co. The hydro-carbon
lamps are to have the approved reflector,
-and the contract price is $31 per ligat for
the first 1000 lights and $38 after that
number. It is the understanding of the
Board of Control that a clause will be put
in the contract providing for the many-
facture of all goods used In Toronto ag far
as practicable, ;

The Board of Comntrol comes out of the
business with credit, and the decisiom has
certginly been accelerated by the investiga-
tion made into the hydro-carbon light Ly
the delegation that visited the Unlted
States for the purpose. 5

The Delegation’s Report.
The report submitted yesterday by the
delegation is an interesting document. One

Spenci criticlzed that part of the
réport implying a condemnation of municl-
pal ownership in view of the experience of
the city of Philadelphia. He sald the mu-
zucxrnl control in¢ Philadelphia had been
abolished by .the combimed force of the
companies and every man concerned had
been' branded by the popular stigma: Brio-
ed by the rich to rob the poor.

The Report in Full.
The full text of the report is as follows:
* Toronto, Nov. 9th, 1900.'

“In_ accordance with the authority ob-
tained from the Council at its last regnlar
meeting, held on ‘Oct. 29 last, a deputation
consisting of Ald. Frame and Bowman,
members of the Board of Controk Mr. 'r.
KReeve Rosebrugh, lecturer in electricity at
the School of Practical Science, and Mr.
R. J. McGowan, secretary of the Fire De-
partment, *ve visited Boston and Phila-
delphia for*the purpose of examiuing into
the conditions pertaning to street lighting
in those cities, and also to Inspect the dif-
ferent systems In vogue relative to street
lighting in the places mentioned, having
reference especially to “Kitson’ lights and
the lights offered by the Carbon Light and
Losver Co. of Philadeiphia, furnished with
mautles and also with mantles and special
retiectors.

As it is in Beston.

I'n Boston we found that about 8500 gas
lamps, with Welsbach mantles, are-in use.
These lamps replaced ordinary gas lamps,
and were installed between June and Sep-
tember, MW09,” 7

Your deputafion drove thru a district of
Boston covering an area of several .ailes
in extent, which was®exclusively lighted by
gas lamps provided with Welsbach mantles.
Close observatfon-was taken of the effect
of these .lights, and measurements were
ulso made at intervals to ascertain the dis-
tunce that the lamps were placed apa-t.
The lamps were erected alternately on op-
posite sides of the street, ome for every
one hundred apd twenty-five feet of road-
way. * Under the conditions which your
deputation found to exist in that respect,
we. desire to state that the illumination
was very good, and decidedly su-
perior to the illumination . given by the
ordinary gas lamps in use in
Toronto. From conversations with several
residents upon streets where the *mantle
lights are in operation, - your deputatibn
was informed that the lights gave entire
satisfactlon. These gas lamps are all fur-
nished under a city contract, at $30 per
lamp per year, the light guaranteed beiny
equal to 60 candle-power, With respect
to the discontinuance from any cause
whatever, your deputation’ was assured by
the City Superintendent of the Lamp De-
{mrtment‘ Mr. Lang, that the proportion of
ights reported out by the police was very
small. he company with which the eity
deals is responsible for the maintenance
of the light, but purchases the gas from
the loeal gas companies. The posts belong
to the city, which also makes the necessary
connections with the mains and supplies
the service pipe from the main to the top
of the post. THe contract between the city
and the company Is calculated on a basis
of 3.013 cublc feet of gas per hour.

In this latter conmection it might h»
stated that the gas works in Philadelphia
formerly belonged to and were operatad
by the elty, but as a large loss, approxi-

The change
came into effect in 1808, and the company
to whom the works were leased agreed to
expend. $5,000,000 on the Improvement of
the plant, sell gas to consumers at not
more than $1 per 1000 cubic feet, main-
tain, operate and supply gas to all strest
gas lamps then in use, and to add 200
lamps more to this service each year dur-
ing the lease, free of charge to the city.

candle-power is concerned, to that of Bos-
ton, where the enciosed arc lamp is used.

In both Boston and Philadelpiiia orna-
mental iron poles are used, and are a nmipvk-
ed contrast to the unsightly wooden pofes
which mar the appearance of the streets
in Toronto. i 3

In most of the places where gas is used,
passed thru by the dﬂ)utatﬂon, there was
poticed an almost universal adoption of
the mantle system.

A marked feature in Boston, which at-
tracted the attention of the deputation was
the placing of the number of the house on
each ‘street, opposite which the lamp was
located, on a f"' plate, supported within
the globe of the lamp, and at stréet inter-
sections /a_glass sign bearing the names of
the streets was fixed to the globe, and
could be easily read. These improvements
are of great advantage to the citizens
and visitors, and should be adopted in To-
ronto, Allthese signs and plates in Boston
were furnished by the city, and placed and
maintained by the contractor, These signs,
we were 'informed, cost 30 cents each.

Another feature also noticed was in con-
nection with the location of fire alarm
boxes, These boxes were attached to the
lamp post, and directions for turning in
an alarm of fire were Imscribed on the
lamp head in white letters on ruby-colored
glass, . Your deputation recommend that
something of a similar character be adopt-
ed in Toronto. X

Dangerous Undertaking.

Ir was a dangerous undertaking, owing to
the furious sea and the great masses ur
floating wreckage. The Otter succeeded,
hewever, in saving the crew of the British |
despatch boat Sandpiper, with the excep-
tion of ongi man, and, the weather mo:lm‘n‘.-i
ing, she also saved the other vessels men-
tioned.

This is contradicted
by those most concerned. The fact of the
matter Is that the length. of -the flués of
the smelting plant at Neorthport has been
greatly prolonged in “order that -the flue
aust, which, being dealt, with thru the bri-
quette-makmg machines, is capable of pro-
aucing over $200,000 per anntim, may be
better deposited.  In addifion to this, there
are a number of subgidlury plants and pro-
cesses belng erected apd assembled, which
are of the nature of a refinery, and which
were, not many years ago, not to be found
outside of a refinery, but which’ are now
in most up-to-date smelters:to be found as
a’'part of the plant. Thelr use is to refine
the ore and make the matte of a higher
value, decreasing the amount of Impurities
amounting not a decade since often to 65
per -cent. of the total welght:of matte,
These : consist: of cal®ining, briguette:mak-
ing and mechanicaP® roasting machines.. The
next step that is contemplated as'an addi-
tion, to smelting plant is the addition of a'
redficing process of the matte to the stage
that is known as blister copper,-and which
is reallys mass of metais from which all,
or mearly all, earthly' impurities hnv‘i been
extracted, and which is metallic, whally,
containing whatever metals were originally
in ‘the ore.treated, with the exception of
some oxjdizations. For this a much higher
value can be obtained from the refinery
than for the ordimary smelter product.

The question is one of some importance
to the camp, as it will, Indirectly, if not

value obtained for 1ts smelter ore, and
again from the jesser freight that will have
to be paid to take the matte long distances
to the Fastern States, or .even, as in the
case of the 8t. Eugene, to South America.
