Kennedy's records show him to have 
served In the regular British army, 
and his appearance certainly substant­
iated It; he showed It lu Ms bearing 
and Ills prompt way of answering thé 
questions put to him. Kennedy Is an 
Irishman, but he looked a typical 
Englishman rather than a native erf the 
Emerald Isle. English he looked In 
every line of his Acrid, rather good- 
looking countenance. Kennedy did not 
appear like one of whom so dastardly 
a deed could be expected. Ills face, 
while hardly of a good-natured type, 
Is certainly not that of a murderer. 
It is a ruddy complextoned : hi* features 
are of an ordinary everyday type; t-lg 
mouth, nose Inclined to turn upwards 
and dark eyes. He also has a small 
dark brownish moustache, which hides 
the contour of his mouth- A closer 
glance at his face reveals a slightly 
sensual east of features, the mouth be­
ing broad and thick and nostrils slight­
ly distended.

He Is not a tall man .about 5 feet S

Jle 
carried a letter of introduction from a 
party 1n Belfast to John Dowling, the 
lacrosse player, and he presented, him­
self to several others in his quest for 
work. Then he secured employment a t 
the Waterous works and the Cockshutt 
works, and was afterwards engaged by 
Harry Cockshutt as -coachman. But 
his hmbits were unsteady, and after 
working about n month he was dis­
charged. He consumed a good deal 
cl spirits, and for the greater part of 
the eight weeks he has lived here was 
without any better abode than the loft 
of a stable. Mr. Co'k&hutt keeps his 
horses at Hunt & Oblter's and here 
Kennedy was permitted to etay, even 
after he ceased to work. He visited 
the bar-rooms frequently when he h:nl 
money to spend, and was inclined to 
loaf around after he had consumed the 
liquor he paid for. In this way he 
became kno-wn to many, and when the 
poMce were fumhired with the descrip­
tion of the man seen in the swamp 
it was generally believed that the ar­
rest of Kennedy would quickly follow. 
Betweem 1 and 2 o'clock Thursday 
morning Sergt.
