Havana, Nov. 21.—It is officially an=
nounced that on Wednesday last the
column commanded by Gen. Lopez
Amor and the forces under Col. Ar-
minan met 2,000 rebel!, led by Sera-
fino Sancinez. The insurgents occu-
pied good positions, which commanded
the passage of the River Zazasas.
After an engagement, which lasted
two hours, the trocps forced their
way across the river, dispersed _the
rebels and encamped in the positions
that had been held by them. The in-
surgents carrled their wounded with
them in their retreat. It is stated
that the rebels buried 60 of their nums=-
ber killed in the fight.

Cuban sympathizers here question
the truth of the Government report,
and say it is incredibl@ that the in-
surgents, when retreating from the
troops, shou'd stop to bury their dead.
The Spanish losses are said to have
been one lieutenant Kkilled, and two
lieutenants and 20 privates wounded.
