Only two
pasgengers in ‘this car have been ac-
counted for. When the Pullman went
down the| embankment 1 was thrown
into a corner, and next thing I remem-
bered was! I was covered with debris
including iglass from windows, which
cut my face severely. I made my
way from ‘gnder it and proceeded down
the car. Mr.' McFarlane had escaped
unhurt. \,Ye found a woman lying on
the floor iof the 'car and pinned \un-
der the seat. We endeavored to get her
out of thd car, but she could not rise
and asked for her husband. We made
her as coinfortable as we could and

her husband was dead. When we went
hack later, she also was dead, her spine
being broken.
