The Silver Medal offered by Mr. W. C. Patton for the best written
examination on the Bible Lessons of 1887, was won by Jessie Nelson,
who took 53 marks out of a possible 60.

The Silver Medal offered by Mr. T. MclIntosh to the pupil bringing
the largest number of new scholars to the School, was not awarded ;
but is offered again for the year 1888. The only limitation is that at
