Chappelle formerly played with the 
Brooklyn Fédérais, but he is now out of 
a position, having been released by the 
Brooklyns. This fact led the Newark 
management to believe that the player 
might be. signed. President Barrow ruled 
that Chappelle is not eligible to pla$- in 
this league. The decision is based on the' 
rule that no player who left a team in 
organized ball to join an “outlaw” league 
can play again until he has been rein­
stated by the National Commission. It 
is this rule that prevents Benny Kauff 
from playing with the New York Giants.
