According. to Hennesy, it was McGuire
who gave him much of the information
concerning the alleged “sand bagging”
of contractors up-state to contribute to
Tammany campaign funds. The dis-
trict-attorney has been supplied with a
list of forty-three of the names and in-
dividuals said to have given Tammany
money which was never reported.

Wood, it was thought, would be ques-
tioned about a reported conference in
New-York relative to the nomination of
Edward E. McCall for the supreme
court in 1902. McCall was the defeat-
ed Tammany candidate for mayor.,

Cheeseman’s Scheme Worked

London, Nov, 6—A grocer in Sunder-
land this ‘week made a curious discov-
ery. When cutting through a cheese
his wire encountered some hard sub-
stance, and he was obliged to finish cut-
ting it with a knife. In-the centre of
the cheese he found a small tin box con-
taining three pennies and a request that
the fisder would communicate with a
New Zealand cheesemaker informing
him as to whether the cheese was pur-
chased as &om New Zealand or Canada.

Mason declared that he had been sent
across to the Beemer place on the first
day of his illness by James Smart, a
neighbor, his mission there being to cut
wood for Mrs. Beemer. While he was

d there, Mrs. Beemer asked him to tele-

phonc for a doctor, which he did.

He' returned in a few minutes and
found Mrs. Beemer mixing -something
in the egg cup, holding in her hand a
bottle labelled “poison” in large white
letters with a red background. He
asked her what she was doing with the
bottle and the prisoner replied that the
bottle had been left in the morning by
Doctor Woolner of Ayr.  She declared
she was mixing salts at the time.

Later she took the bottle containing
the solution and some minutes after-
wards Beeier was given a dose of medi-
cine from a teacup which he said was
more bitter than any others he had been
given.

The witness would not swear that
Mrs. Beemer had poured the contents
of the eggcup into the teacup before
giving Beemer his medicine. He was
certain, however, that a short time after
that Beemers pains increased and it
was Miecessary to hold him on the bed.
During one of his bad spells, Mrs.
Beemer mentioned to Masgn tha® her
husband -had wanted her to get some
poison a few days previous and she
added “Thank God I didn’t get it, they
would think I poisoned him.”
