The King Htrees Methodirt Church for
the pass four wonths has been i1l the bands
of she carpeniter, painter sind decorasor,
and the changes made in ths interior of the
ohurch, undm their combined offorts, are
elaborate sand exteasive, spd $0o much can
not be said in praise of their work.

The first $0 take biold of it was Mr. W. O,
Bell, who shingled tha entiro roof, pulled
dowa the oldl pgallery, tore down partitions
snd made a general change. A large recess
for the organ snd choir was built immedi.
ately behind (e pulpis. This recess will
hold, besides the organ, abous 50 choir
members, = A entirely new gallory was
built after tbe shape of a horse shoe and
rusning down sbout one third the length of
the vheroh. I'be old pulpit was taken down
and a circular platform pus in ite place.

The deccrallor and seat manufacturer
were then callnd in to assist Mr. Bell. The
walls spd ceiling of the church were first
givei: three un)l four conts of oil respectively

and then puinted s light sslmon eolor, the

ceilings papelicd and decorasted with very
handsome brigbt borders, the whole being
very pleasivg o the eye. The sests are
arranged in |hiee rows, are circular in
shape with iron ends, made of black ash
and look very handsome and reflect great
oredit on the manufacturers, Messrs. Pen«
nington, Baker & Co., of Hamilton. They
are to be cushioned throughout, the Hault
Manufactaring Co. having the contracs.
They are srranged so that ocoupants may
0 in at either end, being about three feet
rom the wally, makiog four aisles. The
seven rear seatn are gradually raised, making
i¢ more comfurtab'e for thowe ooccupying
them to both see end hear the preacher.
The choir recets is most besutifully painted
wnd decorsted and speaks volumes for
Mewars. Rons IBros., of Hamilton, who hadl
tihe psinting snd decorating contract, and
the ekill and taste of their workmen.
Around the arch formed by the recess are
the words ‘‘My kingdom is not of this
world,” beautifully lettered in gold. The
1ail in front of the recess is also brightly
illuminated. !Messrs. Pennington & Baker
kave presented the church with an elegant
walnut pulpit, beautifully carved and after
the lecturn style,

The gallery iu fitted up with the same
atyle of seats as are used in the body of
the church, in four rows on a gradual rise,
the outside rows getting gradually smaller
and the center onee larger as they run back.
The front of it is handsomely fitted up with
wiocker work and brightly illuminated. Its
seating capacity is estimated at 250 and
some of the beat seata in the church are to
be found here. The vestibule has been
blocked and tinted three colours and fitted
up with two Jong seats for the use of those
who may come in while the long prayers
are in progress. Two lungren gas burners
of 200 candle power have been purchased
to take the place of the old chandeliers,
adding greatly to the brilliancy of the light
in the church, The old windows have,
with the exception of the und oues, been all
removed and replaced with cathedral glass
of varied tinte, selected by the committee.
The ohurch is to be carpeted throughout
with & handsome carpet purchased and pre-
sented to $he ovharch by Mr. Thos. Seldon,
while he was in England this winter. The
body of the church will seat 500, and with
the 250 in the gallery will make a total of
750. The total cost of the improvements
will amount to about $6000, nearly T‘l’-of
which, we understand, hau been subsoribed.

The managers and pastor of the churoh
are to be congratulated on their enterprise
in making such extensive and elaborate
changes and in getting it nearly paid for.
The ohurch as it now stands is a credit to
the town, a finer ope being hard to find in
our large oities.

ARSON AND ROBBERY.
Arrest of the Suspects—The Preliminary
Hearing of the Case—Short
Confesses.

Oa Sunday evening two most cowardly
and dastardly acts were committed in our
town—first in the robbing of two ladies, who
who were visiting their brother, Mr. J.
Short, and had only arrived in town on
Saturday evening, and then to cover the
crime, or throw suspicion off the track, the
barn of Mr. Thos. Seldon, adjoining Mr.
Short’s house, was set on fire.

The fire was first seen nbout seven thirty
o'clock by Mr. R. W. Smith, who lives
pear, He. with the aid of two or three
neighbors, endeavored to get out two valu-
able horses, which were in the barn, but
the fire evem then had gained so much
headway that it was impossible to reash
them. The barn was a substantial frame
one, 20x28, and had been built about five
years ago and was totally destroyed,
with all the contents, not a thing being
saved. Mr. Selden had two valuable horses
in the stable at the time, one almost black,
five yeara old,and valued a$ $175;the other,
a dark brown, eight years old, and worth
$125. The other contents of the barn were
a cutter, phaeton, valued at $175, three
buffalo robes, three sets harness, about two
tona of bay, & load of oats, which had only
been bYought the week before and & quantity
of bran. Mr. Seldon’s loss’ will amount to
$1100. Thejbarn was insured for $133 and
one horse and the contents for $250. Mr.
Seldon had brought one of the horses in
from the eountry on Friday last, it having
been out there all winter, He had been
out driving daring Sunday afternoon and at
half past six put the horse in the stable,
when everything was all right and ne signs
of fire, after whioh the family all went to
church.

For some resson, hard to get at, the
steamer, instead of going to the fire, went
in a directly opposite direction,down to the
Thames Street bridge. Mr. Sherlock, the
driver; states that Hingston, one of the
parties arrested, and who rang the bell,
said the fire was near Buchapan’s and a
party standing on the sidewalk hollered
“‘ over the river,” from which he supposed
it was Mr. J. Buchanan’s residence in ward
No. I. This mistake kept the steamer
behind abous fifteen minutes. The chemical,
although coming out of the hall immediately
after the steamer, went the correct direction
and consequently was ov the ground first,
but could not be got to work projerly at
first. The Chief states this was due to the
soda becoming clogged in the cell and not
working freely. When it did start, wher—
ever the stream was thrown it immediately
blackened the fire but, if it is to be made
of much uee it will bave to be better
looked after, as it certainly did notshow
up to great advantage on this occasion.

With the high wind blowing and the
intense heat it isa wonder that any of the
surrounding buildings were saved,especially
Mr. C. E. Chadwiok’s, Mr. Short’s and Mr,
MoBains,and had it not been for the prompt
action of the spectators in throwing water
on the scorohing buildings they would no
doubt have burnt. In this connection the
coolness and promptness of Mr. C. Simpson
is noteworthy. He procured several pails
of water and placed them on the roof of
Mr. Chadwick’s house and then sat down
and cooly smoked his pipe, watching for
stray sparks. He burnt one of his bands
badly by its coming im contact with a
cinder.

The firemen worked at; the fire until eleven
o’clock before thoroughly putting ous the
burning hay ets., and then afterwards bad
to fill the tank at sthe cornor of Church and
Charles streets. It was four o’clock
before they got thro’,the bitterly cold night
making their work much harder.

During the progress of the fire the rumor
ran like wildfire through the crowd thas
Mr. Short’s bouse had been entered and
$120 stolen. U’IPW investigation the rumor
proved trne. Two of Mr. Short’s sisters,
Mrs. H. Shepherd and Miss Short, had
arrived at his place on Saturday night for a
short vieit. They placed sheir monoy
together in & amall valise and left it in the
room shey occupied and upon coming home
from ‘church bad discovered it was gono.
The fact was made known and young Short
told Chief Henderson that he. had seen a
man of -suspicious charsoter around the
place during the day The Chief went
down to the station %o see if he could find
out anything about him, bus ocould mob.
Returning, he found yeung Short and Hings-
$on in his office beth very anxious to hear
the resuls of his search. The boys stayed
for a while, and from their manner the
Chief thought they knew more about the
affair - than appeared on the surface. He
watched them forja short time and their
actions oconvinced him fnrthor.rlio then

Gossipy ltems from the

Orrawa, February 28th.—Parliament vas
opimed on Thursday, the ceremony sccom-
panying the event being tbst Jesoribi« in
my last letter. Your rcaders esmresd he |
speech from the shicne for themselves wo I |
will not dwell on is. There could scarcely
be less in it, bus {he government are mot
bowiad to mention all their intended meas-
ures, aud a5 a wmatter of fact the most
importans bills are asually uncoticed in the
speech. Butb 1 ucderstand the governmemt
desire to get through as easily and as early
as possible. There have beer sixteen elec-
tione sinoe last session, 5 im Ontario, 6 in
Novwa Sootia, 3 in Quebes, 1 in New Bruns-
wich and 1 in Britieh Columbia. Of these
nine are new members, The vanant seats
are Kent, Prinoe Edward, West Middlesex,
Russell and Glengarry. There in one
vacuncy in the Senate caused by the eleva-
sion of Senator Wilson to the Lieus. CGlover«
norvhip of British Columbis. Two, Me-
Master and Benecal, deceased, are replaced
by Senators Macdonald (Toroato) and Rol-
(Montreal.) The new Northwest
Senators have yet to be appointed. Hon.
Wilfred Laurier is in his place as leader of
the Opposition, and will be presented with
an address by the Liberal clubs of Ottaws,
when be will have an opportunity of addres-
sing » few words to the party throughout
the country.

DEBATE OX THI ADDRESS.

On [Friday the pullic galleries were
crowded in expectation of the debate on the
address. The House contained nearly all
the members. The Preinior looked well in
black ooat and vest and light tweed treus-
ers. Boside him Postinaster-General Mo-
Lean and Mr. Cowell. On the left sat Sir
Heotor Langevin as neat as ever with the
Minister of Militia beside him.. The ad-
joining desks were eccupied by Masars.
Carling and Costigan. Flehind Sir John was
Mr. Pope with the Minister of Justice at
his right. Tom White sut still further back
as knenly attentive as auny other newspaper
man, To the speaker's left Mr. Blake's
chair was vacant, The next was filled by
Mr. Laurier who appeared to be in excellent
form. Mr. Mackenzie's chair was empty
and adjoining sas Sir Richard Cartwright,
west of him Hon. Peter Mitchell had his
otiff hat pulled low over his eyes. Behind
Mr. Patterson wore a jauaty tweed chapeau
and looked real nice. M. Soriver perused
u file of his local paper snd Mr, McMullen
in & front seat looked as keenly aggressive
as ever.

The House patiently waited for the mover
and seconder to fulfil their formal task in
order to hear the leaders. Dr. Montague
made a complimentary reference to the
Governor-General which was joined in by
subsequent speakers.

THE OPPOSITION LEADER,

Mr. Laarier on rising was warmly sup-
ported by his followers. He firat referred
to the absence from the House of Mr,
Blake to whom he paid a glowing tribute.
Then he buttoped his frock ocoat and sailed
into the Government. They were a ministry
of broken promises ; their path was paved
with good intentions. They declared last
session the necessity for a Minister of Trade
and Commerce, yet he looked on the Tres-
sury benches in vain for such  face, neither
bad they the Solicitor-Genera! promised—
what wss the matter ? Pasuing to the
speech he trusted the Franchise Act would
be amended by being repealed. At this
Sir John smiled. Mr. Laurier expressed no
opinion,nor did any one else on the Fishery
Treaty, but he expressed some doubt as to
it being in the words of the speech ‘‘both
honorable and satisfactory.” The mover
anc seconder had said that the country was
in » prosperous state so the Liboral leader
marvelled at the statement. In bis view
the country was in a very depressed con-
dition. One proof was found in the great
number who went to the Stutes. Was not
the cause of this, he asked, to be found in
‘‘our vicious economical system.” The
orator then grew eloquent in denmouncing
rings and ocombinations formed under the
protection of the law by greedy men. [An
end shounld be put to thie and also to emi-
gration and an effert made to keep our
native population at home. Treating of the
finapcial situstion he judged that we had
had to pay for the C. P. R. instead of the
lands in the North-West paying. He de-
nounced dissllowance which prevented the
grain being-exported from the conntry. Ian
bis admirable epigramatio style Mr. Laurier
put it thas the blessing of God wzs taken
away by the hand of man. -

TRE PREMIER'S SPEECH.

Sir John Macdonald's reply was charact-
erized by that light, jasunty aneodolal man
ner in whioh he has no equal in Parliament
He was seriously grave at first, though
when he spoke of the loss sustained by the
House in the absence of Mr. Blake, whom
he described as & well informed, able and
earnest statesmsn, The occarion of these
expressions of appreciation does not often
arise, and it was pleasing to see the sincer
ity with which the Premier spoke of his
absent political foe. He disposed of the
Ministry of Trade complaint by ssying that
Mr. Bowell discharged the duties so efficie
ently that there was as yet no necesaity for
a new Minister, The Solicitor General
might safely be left to the Minister of
Justice. Honorable gentlemen, opposite
were crying of the ruin, but it was strange
that the deluded viotims kept on returning
the Government tc power, They seemingly
prefer ruin at our bands that prosperity st
theirs. The GovernmeLt were in power for
the same reason that the man was in the
lunatic asylum—because the people willed
it. This was a free country and the people
had a right %o ruin themaelves if they wish-
ed. All this waa said with a jocular air
and in the same vein the leader of the
House went on to say that if Manitoba was
served by the water stretches proposed once
by the Liberals it would take 66 2-3 years
to take out one crop of say 400,000 tons of
grain. In no. other way did the Premier
allude to the alleged wheat blockade or to
the disallowance question. He closed by
terming Mr. Laurier & Bourbon—one who
remembered nothing and forgot nothing.

SPECIAL MEETING OF THE TOWN
COUNCIL.

Mayor Buchaman Resigns But is Again
Called Back—An Almest Unanimous
Vote—Mr. Mitchell the Only Ono Dis-
scnting—The Town's Finances in a Bet.
ter State Than Supposed.

A speoial meeting of our town ocomnail
was held in the council chamber on Tuesday
evening.

There were present His Worship Mayor
Buchanan and Mesurs. Flichardson, Smith,
Mitohell, Holmes, Stewart, McGill, Morrri
son, Thompson, King, Mills and Williams.

Minutes of last meeting read and con-
firmed.

Accounts from F. Wilson, floor in market,
$6; J. L. Gran$ & Co.; pails, §6.70 ; Wm.
Ewart, auditing police books, $20; C. H.
Slawson, sauditing police bocks, $20 ; Smish
& Runociman, carpet, $2.80.

A petition from the . Brantford couneil
asking tl:e council to help them to get the
no bonus bill through the house was read.

The Mayor here tendered his resignation
and read a long letter explaining why he
was foroed to take this step, all of which is
well known, and there is no need of repeat-
ing it again.

The chair waa then taken by Dr. Williams
he being the next in order.

Mr. Richardson moved, seconded by Mr.
Smith, the council into committee on the
resignation of the Mayor, Mr. Thompson in
the ohair.

Mr. Morrison moved that no action on
the Mayor's resignation be taken #o-night,
bus that it be laid on the table to be deals
with at the next regular meeting,

Mr. Richardson moved in amendment
that the resignation be not accepted.

Mr. King moved in amendment to the
amendment that the council do not accept
the resignation of the Mayor as we do not
believe in the prinociple of baving outsiders
diotate to us what we shall or shall not do,
and we do not believe it would be serving
the intorests of the town to acoept it.

Mr. Richardson withdrew his amendment.
Dr. Willisms didn’s feel that we had any
right %o be put in any such position as we
bad been. The election bad been held and
the result established and we should not be
made to bear the expense of a new eleotion
just $o carry out an agreement entered into
between our Mayor and cntsiders.

Mr. King protested against any such
agreement being forced on the town and
thought we should not allow ourselves to be
made a party to1t, He thought the whole
thing was a farce and we should keep ounr
presens Mayor in his place.

Mr. Mille thought the same as Mr. King,
and that no serious charge had been proven
against Mr. Buchanan, If Mr, Watterworth
bad bad hopes of disqualifying $he Mayor
he would have gone on with the ocase.

Mr. Richardson was in accord with the
amendment. Mr. Buchanan had filled his
position to his satisfaction and he looked
upon the matter as & scheme to get the town
to bear the expense of & new election as the
price of peace. We had enough resignation
in the -past year or two to last us for the
pext %en and didn’t want any more. It
would be better to spend the money in fixing
up our town than to spend it for a new
election.

Mr. Stewart thought it would be a dis
grase to acoept the resigmation and mot
protecting the town's intereste,

Mr. Morrison $hought some of the mem-
bers were very anxious about spending $42
He could remember when $120 had been
paid to two men with hardly a word said.

Mr. Richardson said they had saved $500
in voting that 5120 and thought it was a |
good move.

Mr. Mills asked if the evidence already
taken would be sent down to Toronto along
with the agreement to get the Judge’s opin-
ion on it down there.

Mr. Buchanan was asked his opinion on
the matter, He dido’t know what Judge |
Finkle’s duty was in the matter. His duty
was to resign and he had done so and it was
the council’s duty to accept or reject it.

Dr. Williams thought the matter should
be deslt with at once and let the Mayor
know the result. If the Judge has to send
the evidence down we should not wait until
we hear from Toronto, but take any steps
we are going to at once.

Mr. Smith said we wers in the porition of
Judges in this case. The matter ought tu
have been fought out in Woodstock. The
parties who drew up the agreement exceeded
their powers in trying to make the counoil
and two of our town papers parties to it.
Don’t think that in accordance with the
agreemens Buchanan should hold his seat.
If we could throw the whole mattér out it
would be the best plan. He thought when
coming up here to-night he would have to
vote against the resolution, but after hear-
ing the arguments would support iit.

Mr. Morrison here withdrew his motion,
Mr. King’s amendment thus becoming the
original motion and was immediately put
and carried.

The committee rose and recommended
that the council decline to acceps the resig-
nation of the Mayor.

Mr. Mills moved, seconded by Mr. King,
that the council concur in the finding of the
eomuiittee in mnot acoepting the resignation
of the Mayor.

Mr. Stewart asked for the yeas and nays.
All the members with the exception of Mr.
Mitchell voted yea.

Mr. Stewart moved, seconded by Mr.
McGill, thas Dr. Williams vacate the chair
and that M. T, Buchanan take the same as
Mayor of Ingersoll.

Mr. Buchanan again $ook his seat amid
cheers and said he dido't know when he
had been in such & peculiar position before.
We all have our weak sposs and he had
often found his, none more so than at the
present. He did not deny having had an
idea before entering the council echamber to-
night that his resignation would nos be
accepted. He was the pariy that wanted
the town papers put in the agreement as he
thought shey should be aleared, it being
partly through him they weére beicg threat-
ened, Mr. Tennant was wslso threatened
with & penalty of $2,000 if he didn's give
different evidence.
