With the reopening of schools one 

exceedingly intricate problem has to 
be faced and that is the question of 
accommodation. It is the same old dif­
ficulty and one that recurs with as per­
sistent a regularity as the seasons fol­
low one another • in their ordained 
course. Until one or more new schools 
are erected it will continue to be met 
with and some makeshift solution 
reached. The applications for admis­
sion to the primary grades of the 
schools are more numerous than ever 
before. This is not all due to the na­
tural internal growth of the commun­
ity. It may be attributed more to the 
influx of settlers from the northwest 
and other outside points, principally 
those who have come here from agri­
cultural centres attracted by the beau­
ties of Victoria from a residential 
standpoint. A glance over the names of 
the 'children desiring to take up stdies 
in the local educational institutions 
proves the above statement. Many be­
long to comparatively strange families. 
The situation, as local trustees remark, 
is becoming more and more acute, so 
much so that it will become soon a 
matter of absolute necessity to vote 
the funds needed for the construction 
of at least one new building.

Several important changes will be in­
troduced in the curriculum of the Vic­
toria College this term. No provision 
will be made for a new entrance class 
in January. The department will ord­
er the usual Christmas examinations 
but the successful candidates will have 
to wait until next August to be ad­
mitted to the High school. It would 
be better, therefore, for these students 
to enter the sub-High'school class, the 
establishment of which forms one of 
the most interesting of the alterations 
referred to immediately.

All those who 
are believed to be sufficiently far ad­
vanced to have a chance of passing 
the entrance examinations at the end 
of the year or next summer, if they 
continued their studies in the ordinary 
course, will be admitted. Thus a year 
or more will be saved those who have 
reached that stage. As can easily be 
seen it would be the height of folly 
for any of those concerned not to take 
advantage of the opportunity. Not 
only will their low school education be 
perfected, but they will be posted 
upon the rudiments of the high 
branches which are taken up in the 
college curriculum.

Two commercial classes will be in­
troduced in connection with the High 
school in addition. Those who began 
work last year will be drafted into an 
advanced class, while a beginners’ class 
will be formed with the newcomers.

The Shipping End.
Valparaiso is located in an open bay, 

heltered slight! ■ by two small islands 
iSU: yvvt officiers considervrd anchoring 
In the open better than in the bay, and 
for that' reason most of the vessels lay 
in the open excepting when at either 
of the only two wharves there, one 
owned by the Pacific Mail Steamship 
Company of Liverpool and the other 
by the Chilean company, where they 
only remain long enough to discharge 
loads. They are always at anchor off 
shore when awaiting a chance at the 
wharves. There was some talk of hav­
ing one of the islands blown up in 
order to secure better anchorage facili­
ties.

The shipping of Valparaiso is im­
mense, the city being the distributing 
port for all the country back of it to 
the boundary of the vast district tap­
ped by Montevideo, on the 'Atlantic 
shore. The principal articles of export 
are hides, tallow, iron ore and mer­
chandise, and the imports are im­
mense. All of Europe carries on an 
extensive trade with the port, and 
there is always a large fleet of mer­
chantmen there, the flags of every 
maritime nation being seen almost any 
day. It is said that in point of ship­
ping Valpariso is as Important a port 
as San Francisco, if not more so.

The city is built according to Euro­
pean plans and has some imposing 
structures, particularly the great ca­
thedrals, one of which it is said was 
erected at a cost of $8,000,000. The city 
is the centre of a great network of rail­
roads running in all directions, by 
means of which the vast country back 
of it disposes of its products.

The condition of the cattle and dress­
ed meat; industry, including the price to 
the fousum»- will form the subject of 
an inter-provincial conference that 
will meet almost immediately in Cal­
gary. It is called by Hon. W. T. Fin­
ley, minister of agriculture for the 
province of Alberta, and will have as 
members a representative from each 
of the four western provinces, British 
Columbia, Alberta, Saskatchewan and 
Manitoba.

In proposing that such a conference 
be held, Mr. Finley stated that there 
was evidence of an alleged undue re­
striction of trade which, in the public 
interest, should be rigidly looked into. 
As an instance of this he pointed out 
the great difference in prices paid to 
the stock raisers compared with the 
figure charged consumers for dressed 
meat. The reason of this great des- 
parity will be the subject of investiga­
tion, together with other matters 
touching the industry mentioned.

Slaughter houses, their condition and 
sanitation, will also be included in the 
scope of the conference. F. M. Fagan, 
B. S. A., has just been appointed to 
represent this province. He is recog­
nized as an expert on sanitary mat­
ters, particularly from the standpoint 
of the chemist, having made a special 
study of the subject while attending 
college.

The meeting to be called at once will 
be largely preliminary in character. 
A discussion will be held as to the 

•range of the inquiry and its scope fully 
mapped out. It is intended, after this 
is done, to hold sessions at important 
points in all the provinces concerned, 
and gather evidence touching every 
part of the industry affected. When 
the inquiry is concluded a joint report 
will be made covering the entire ques­
tion in the four western provinces of 
the Dominion.

Montreal, Aug. 20.—A railway to 
Belle Isle and thence by tunnel under 
the straits and across to Newfound­
land is receiving considerable atten­
tion, and negotiations are said to be in 
progress between certain well-known 
and financially strong English concerns 
interested, along with the government 
of the timber and other resources of 
the Labrador regions and Newfound­
land, on the one hand, and of Quebec 
and Lake St. John on the other.

way will extend its present system to 
Belle Isle on the north shore of the St.

This would not only afford a crossing 
for a railway to Newfoundland but 
would benefit the climate and navi­
gation of Eastern Canada by prevent­
ing Arctic ice from passing through 
the straits into the gulf.
