A Pointed Attack

General Gascoigne, Commander-iu-
Chief of the Canadian military forces,
has caused quite an excitement in Hali-
fax—and, indeed, i1n military circles
generally in Canada—by a little sf
he made to the 66th battalion of that
city one evening last week, after he
bad inspected the corps. He praised
their soldierly appearance and - the
efficiency with which they had perform-
ed their drill, but said it wss not to be
wondered at as they were almost alto-
gether imperial army reserve men and
not Canadian militia at all; that they
were receiving pay from two govern-
ments and in the event of being called
out on imperial service, as they might
be ander certain contingencies, where
would the 66th be? He rveflected on
the officers whom he intimated were
perpetrating a freud by having these
men in their battalion. As there is no
law, British or Canadian, to preveut
army reserve men jii.ing the Canadian
service, the general commanding has
brought a bornets’ nest about his ears,
It is said that of about 600 men of the
66uh under inspection at the tire, not
over forty of them were army reserve
men, and that he must have been mis-
informed by some interested person.
He appears to be an excellent officer,
und it is a pity that his influence and
standing should be impaired by a mis-
take 8o grave as that into which he has
fallen. All the officers of the 66th but
three have resigned their positions, apd
those remaining demand an investi-
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their corps.

Heating the rmu Building.

When the tenders for heating the
new public building in Chatham were
opened, it was felt that even the )owest
was somewhat higher than (the work
should reasonably be done for.) This
was not that the hot water system was
not thought to be the best, but because
a strict adhesion to the Gurney system
was believed to involve extra expense
peculiar to that system. It is, we
think, a recognised fact that experi-
enced men who do not believe that the
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Gurney is the only good hot water
system cannot understand where all the
money which architects favor paying
for it goes to. It cannot be accounted
for in the work, material and reason-
able protits involved.

There was another consideration of
even greater importance than the ques-
tion of introducing the necessary plant
for heating by that system. That was
the cost of maintenance. The fuel
necessary to properly run the Gurney
heater 18 anthracite coal. It is true
that bitumenous coal can be and is at
times mixed with it, but vhose who
are ‘experienced with the Gurneys
know they require hard coal, and a
good deal of it. A moderate estimate

gation of the general's attack upon’
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of the fuel necessary to run an ade-
quate heater for the Chathara public
building places it at say fifty tonms, or
its equivalent of anthracite coal. That
means an annual outlay of about $350.
Consideration of these facts led the
Mayor and others of the council to
favor a modification of the specification
on which the tenders were made, with
the view of not only lessening the cost
of installation, or of the plant to be
placed in the building but also—and to
a material extent—of the aanual cost
for fuel, Thisis a country of cheap
fuel. Tt was known that a hot water
system of heating for an establishment
containing more cubic feet of space to
be warmed, and which was exacting in
its requirements as to thé certainty and
non-failing features of its service, had
beer established and successfully run
in Chathaw for a good many years.
It was a modified Gurney system, in
which both Gurney and ordinary pipe
“coils” were used ; and a furnace and
boiler adapted to the use of wood ex-
clusively were substituted for the
Gurney heater, which requires so much
anthracite coal. It was therefore
thonght by many that if these
facts were placed before Mr. Blake ef
St. John, they might lead him to modify
the plans and, perhaps, the amount of
his tender also;so he was asked to
come to Chatham ard consult with the
members of the council on the subject.
He came and soon convinced all but
three of them that any deviation from
the Gurney system of hot water heat-
ing,according to the plans aud specifica-
tion of enginecer Fairweather - which
he said he had approved of before they
were sent to Chatbam at all—was" not
to be thought of. He condemned pipe
radiators on the ground that they gave
off too much heat. He declared that
there was danger in using such a boiler
as that in successful use in Chatham,
because it was liable to have its end
punched out when wood was thrown
into it, and when he was told that the
boiler in question was brick-cased and
the wood fed underneath, and nov into
it, be declared he knew better., In
short he convinced the majority of the
council that ‘the system of heating
which he and architect Fairweather
had prepared plans and specifications
for was the only one he would have
anything to do with, and he also wanted
them to understand that he wasn’t in
Chatham looking after a job., Thet
fixed'it, and the council at once voted
to aocept his tender for $1896 for
plumbing and heating the building, the
majority refusing the request of the
mayor and motion of alde, Flanagan
and Groat for a delay until ten o'clock
the next morning, in order .to get
turther information. The unaccount-
able haste of the council will cost the
town some $200 a year more for fuel
than the modified system wonld have
cost. These luxuries come high but it
appears that someone always arises
who can force them upon the town.

Is there no way by which the gentle-
men of the town council can be induced
to veconsider their docision for the
adoption of the Gurney heater for the
public building? They must realise
that the structure was extravagantly
undertaken—that it is bigger and more
expensive than needed for a town like
Cbatham. Why deliberately waste
more money ? They ought to know
that, with a proper bricked-in boiler,
more heat can be furnished with $100
worth of wood fuel than with $350 worth
of hard or other coal in & Gurney boiler.
Even if the janitor must be paid $50 per
season extra for handling and stoking the
wood, is it not worth while to save the
$200 balsnce every year by insisting on a
wood-burning furnace and suitable boiler
now before it is too late to remedy the
blunder forced upon the town council last
Thursday night ?

A Big Telegraph Company on Trial

The Great Northwestern Telegraph
Company, which has ite offices all along
the North Bhore of New Brunswick, and
maiotains them in & style and on a scsle
which belongs to the middls rather than
the end of the nineteenth century, ap-
pears to have been caught in the act of
appropriating news confided to it by one of
its patron<,and selling it for its own profit.
The Compary, it is said, owns and oper-
ales & news service ‘called the Canadian
Prese, which collects and sells news to
newepapers. It hae, in the course of its
business, as a telegraph company, news
despatches confided to it for trresmission
by special repr atives of newspapers.

For four hours aud & half the flames had
their own way, aod it was only after more
thau a hundred engines had worked aa hour
that the chief of the fire brigade sent ont
the signal that the fire was uader control.
This was at 5.45 p. m.

When the news became generally known
nearly fifty warehouses and a dozen or more
minor structares had either vanished or
remained only in blackened walls, a chaos
of fallen girders and smoking piles of bricks
and stone.

The outbreak of the fire was due to an
explosion in connection with a gas engine on
the premisea of Waller, Brown & Co.,
wantle manufactarerr, at No. 20 on Ham-
sell St. Their large factory was crowded
with girls when the fire broke out, and
instantly was the acene of a pauic, the
frightened operatives, with many screams,
rushing to the roof of the building and then
recroasing to other buildings, and so effect-
ing their escape, while the flames were
pouring out of the basement. Io less than

veloped the adjoining warehouses and thence
they leaped acioss the street to an enormons
paper warehouse which was fally alight in
less than ten minutes. This timeit was
evident to the tiremen that they were face
to face with a great disaster, and a general
alarm was sent out.

Then from all the fire statious, even from
those quite five miles from the scene of the
disaster, engines were harried to the spot
and the police gathered about the neighbor-
hood in great force. Tais display of
strength upon the part of the police was
required, as the crowd, swelling in size
every t, soon bered tens of

The rescus of operatives by firemen, the
burrying of bosts of clerks, who were try-
ing to eave books and valuable pspers fiom
the fire, aad the rushing here and there of
many employees who were sttempting to
carry to places ef safety costly me:chandise
or other valaables, added to the confusion.

Ata little after 2 o'clock a dozen hose
pipes, with a twelve foot spread, poured
water into the blaze from an opposite roof,
from the street below, and from the burn-
ing premises themselves, bat it did net
seem to have any effect. The water rushed
out of the windows and from the ground
floor like a waterfull, while the flames leap-
ed higher and higher, aad as the floora fell
in, the pluce still blazed a gigantic display
of fire and smoke, till the spot was com-
plet:ly gutted and the walls heeled over.
Suddenly there was an explosion of gas
meters, sounding like the reports of field
guos, followed by a womeotary haosh.
After that, the wild rushing here aud there
was resumed with increased eoergy. Men
rirked their lives in desperate efforts vo
save :vslaalles, Oue min actuaily hazarded
his L.fe to feteh his hat and cine, 200 feet
of stonework and g'a«s falling as he emerg-
ed from the buil iing. Seversl firamen were
almost buried ia t1e ruins, as front after

Great London Fire.

Loxpon, Nov. 19,—The most sericus fire
ia recent years is now raging here.

In several streets adjacent to the general
post office huge blocks of buildings are

These representasives aud their employers
have been anunoyed by observing that the
results of their work—often carried on at
considerable private expense—have be-
come public property without their
knowledge or consent. The other day the
management of the Montreal paper, La
Presse, in order to catch the big telegraph
company in the act, got up a bogus report
of an alieged great landslide at Rivere du
Chene—an out-of-the-way place in the
province of Quebec. They mailed it to a
trusted friend in Quebec city with instruc-
tions to place it in the Great North-
western’s office in that city for t:ansmis-
sion back to them in Montreal. This was
done. Twenty minntes later the Oanadian
Press, for which the Great Northwestern
Telegraph Company, as charged by La
Presse, steals private messages, sent to
every paper in the country which takes
its service, includicg La Presse itself, s
report of the *‘fake” landslide atory.
This was followed by ‘‘specials” giving
particulars about the same as those origi-
nslly invented in La Presse office and
entrusted by the agent of that paper to
the telegraph company. It must have
been interesting to La Presse people
who, of course, did not publish their own
decoy despatch, to find how successfully
the trap they had set worked.

The episode will, of course, not surprise
those of us on the Miramichi who have
seen special news which they have en-
trusted over night to the offices of the
Great Northwestern Compsny to be
transmitted exclusively to one paper,
appesr at oncy in other papers in the
Province, evidently supplied to them in
the same way s that exposed by La
Presse. The writer, some years ago re-
monstrated aguinat the practice, bat
oould get no satisfaction, and we are glad
to learn that an enterprising Montreal
journal has so suocessfully discloeed the
methods of s eombination which ought to

e

blaziog fiercely. Many houses have o l-
lapeed and fifteen warehouses have alrealy
been destroyed.

Buildings are ablaze on both sides of the
street, thus preventing the firemen from
reaching the burning buildinge.

The fire broke out in Hamsell street and
worked through the houses to Well strect,
& narrow thorooghfare. There the flames
leaped and seized the opposite houses,

From that time the conflagration extend-
ed rapidly both up. and down the street.
Well stregt is now involved from end to
end sod the flames sre rapidly nearing
Nicholas Square, which is surrounded by
tall warehouses.

The fire brigade has given up hope of
sabduing the fire and is devoting its ener-
gies to preventing its spread.

The oocupants of threatened buildiogs are
buuly removing their booh and business

te. No ties "bave thus far
been reported.

The damage done by ihe fire is enormons.
Most of the buildings destroyed were six
stories high and filled with merchandise.

At 3.30 o’clock this afternoon thirty fire
engines were engaged ia fighting the flames
and others were srriving momentrnly from
all parts of London.

Many thousands of people have gathered
to see the fire. One end of Jewin street is
now attacked by the flames.

It presents the appesrance of a huge fur.
oace. Several large buildings have already
fallen and the debris completely blocks the
rosdway,

The flames by 5.30 p.m. bad worked their
way from Jewia etreet into Red Croes
street, where su entire block of houses on
the west side of the street ‘was burned,
Over 40 engines were at work by this time,
It is impoasible to make an estimate of the
damage done or mguding the real extemt
of the fire at present. Variaus newspapers
publish sgogativoal eetimates of $he loss,
Many of the buildings barned or threat-
ened contained a large ber of girls em-
pluyed jn various capacities. Very many
of them escaped with difficulty.

direction, mlhng it impcssible to foresee
where the cozflagration would stop.

By dusk four streets were blazing on
both sides. There was no abstement of the
furious blage before 530 p.m. Then the
check came in Jewin street, by a tremen-
dous use of water and in Well atreet,
where the ocoliapse of a wall on the righe
hand side of that thoroughfare, was the
means of saving the last building in the
street. The wilth of Red Cross street, a
comparatively broad thoroughfare, also
formed a bartier there and Commaander
Wells was able to breath wishoat soxiety,
koowing that bhe had the upper hand of one
thegreatest fires on record.

Two acres of buildiogs had been ruined.

In spite of numberless narrow escapes no
casuslities have thus far been reported.

Neale, ordered to be paid when
approved by the chairman of the fire com-
mittee and found to be correct and in
accordance with the contract. Bills for
lighting No, 2 engine house and of Ernest
Cox, 85,00, for climbing the Pablic Square
flagstaff and recovering the end of the halli-
arde, were ordered to be paid.

The Mayor, referring to the conduct of
those who meddled with the square tlagstaff
on Hallowe’sn said it was a pity the mis-
oreants could not be detected and punished.
The town shou!d offer a reward for their
conviction.

Coun. Flanagan presented bill of Mooney
& Sons contracted in August and Sept. last
for repairing the Armstrong and St. John
Street tanks, which were ordered to be
paid.

The Mayor reported to council the holding
of the ratepayers’ meeting pursusut to
notice and the voting threat of $20,000 to
Boish the public building, improve streets,
oto., and also to pay expenses of a survey
for a sewerage system. He suggested th.t
the fi ittee make arraug
to borrow say $5,000 to pay Mr. McDonald
sod say $3,000 more for other necessary
work on the bailding. Mr. McDonald had
told him it was not a part, of his contract to
wait any fixed time for the $3,000 which

Council took place on Thursday evening
last. It was called for 7.80 but the Mayor
not being sharp on time ald. Neale took the
chair and pr ded with b , the
Mayor, however, arriving before the clerk
had finished reading the minutes.

The Mayor, after the minutes had been
approved, and he had assnmed the chair,
8eid he had learned that the press had not
been notifiid of the meetirg and he had
been a little delayed in rectifyinyg the clerk’s
omission in the matter.

Clotk Beonson said he had duly notified
Mr. St.wart of the World, but had not
ro.ified Mr, Smith of the Apvaxce.

All. Neale reported furthcr correspon-
dence with Norwegian Cousnl Schwartz, of
Quebee,in reference to the claim for buryiag
the sailor drowned at Chatham from the
Noiwegiau barque Nellie Moody. The
consul’s attitude, as shown by the correspun.

The subject was discussed at some length.

Clerk Benson said that as a coroner he
bad ordered the body to be baried at the
expense of the town.

Ald, Neale thought the town might,
meantime, pay the bill, pending an adjast-
ment of the matter with the Norwegisn
suthorities.

Ald. Flanagan thought the charge was
properly one for the county to assume the

Ald. Maher thought the matter should be
referred to the county couacil.

A motion of ald. Neale that the town
meantime pay the bill te undertaker
McDooald was passed.

Iareply to Ald. Robinson, the Mayor

Clerk Beoson said the dontract was fyled
with him and spoke for itself, and that the

The Mayor said if that were so they need
not be in a hurry about borrowing money to
pay the $3,000. Payment could be made
when the bonds were issued under legislative
authority.

In reply to Ald. Naale the Mayor said
Mr. McDonald had not yet been piid the
$2,000 promised him by the late council.
He understood from Mr. McDonald that
the Manager of the Bank of Montreal had
sgreed to advance him the money at 5.

On motion of Ald. Neale, it was ordered
that the Finance Committee borrow $2,000
at 5, from some financial concern to pay
Mr. McDonald oo accouut.

The Mayor said arrangements should be
made for the heatiog and plambing of the
public building. He referred to the tenders
received for the work from Mesgrsr Irwin
of Chatham, and Blake of St. J6ha and ss1d
the need of the building being heated was
preseing in view of the advanced season.
He referred to the ifferent systems--hot
air, steam and hot water—and aaid the pre-
ference seemed to be for the latter. It was
important that a system that could be run
economically should be adopted and he had
therefore written to Mr. Blake, whose tender
was the lowest, and suggested that it would
be well for him to come to Chatham and
oconfer with the eouncil or some special
mixed committee with the view of determin-
ing whether by makiog a change io the
boiler or heater and substituting pipe coils
for Gurney radiat«r: something might not be
saved in first cost, as well as ruoning ex-
pensee.” It might be well to appoint a com-
mittee of this council with power to add to
its namber some practical gentlemen or

Ald. Nesle read a communication from
Mr. Millet Salter inviting the Council’s at-
tention to the McLachlan St. sidewalk, the
planks of which were removed last season,
but not replaced,and reminding them that a
light had been promised in that locality.
The letter also referred to the taxes the
writer paid and claimed bis right to some
attention in the matters referred to. Ald.
Neale sail a temporary sidewalk had been
laid by the street commissioner and if s pe:-
manent one was §o be lsid next year the
planke of this one pould be weed therefor.

Ald. Neale said he thought the matter
should be decided by the whole council
aod decided now. The interest was @
large one; they had had twenty days to
think it over since the tenders were opened;
they had examined the plaus, looked over
the specifications, which were very com-
plete; Mr. Blake had been asked to come
here, and he, the Mayor and himself
(Ald. Neale) had ex i the building
that afternoon. They should decide the
matter now; they couldn’t be guided by
outside opinion for they were responsible.
It was no use to jump from tree to tree;
they had a handsome building and should
not experiment with cheap things; practical
men bad told them that hot water was the
right thing; Mr. Blake aseured them that
the Gainey no. 7 heater would burn soft
coal and wood, and he thought $200 would
cover the expense of fucl. They knew what
they were to get by accepting Mr. Blake’s
tender and they should avoid cheap experi-
ments.

Ald. Robinson said they should decide
the matter to-night. The engines must be
properly housed, They wanted a furnace
op heater that would burn wood snd soft
ooal. Hard coal was too expensive. He
moved that Mr. Blake (who wae present) be
heard on the subject. Carried.

Mr, Blake said there was only one
satisfactory way of heating the building—

by water, They could burn anything in

the Gurney heater, the fire-box of which
was 36340 in. They should use both hard
snd soft coal—15 tons of each wounld do,
aad they couldn’t burn any more in a winter
season. Wood would do the work in the
first and last parts of the season. There
would be no expense for repairs for & hot
water system,for the older it got the tighter
and better the joints ani valves beocame,
while steam would always leak. In com-
paoy with the arohitect of the building he
had gone over and approved of the plans
of the hesting system proposed before they
were sent to Chatham. The same system
is in the Royal Hotel, St. John, and it uses
ooly 55 tons of hard coal for that large
stractare,

In reply to the Msyor Mr. Blake ssid it
wonld zot do to oat off a part of the building
from heating conuection when not in use, as
it cost very lttle additional to run it and
there would be danger of freezing. Pipe
coils would not cost less than Gurney
radiators, for the latter are mine cents a
foot cheaper thap last year. The water
became cold after passing through 300 fest
of 1in. pipe coils, while it would remain
hot in the radiators. A coil of 100 feet of
pipe madea first class radiator but beyond -
that it was not good.

In reply toalderman Coleman Mr. Blake
said wood could be used in the Gurney
heater at any time, instead of cosl.

Ald. Neale moved that the tender of
Messrs, Blake, according to plan and speci-
fication be acoepred and a contract there-
under made with them for the plnmblng and
heating of the building,

The Mayor suggested thaé ald. Neale
make his motion subject to modifications
which might be made i the boiler.

Me. Blake said he had heard of the Snow-
ball boiler, They had used boilers - of that
kind and found that they gave out at the
ends of the tubes. This necessitated the
taking down of the brick work and it was
never satisfactory. He, of course, wounld
accept that kind of boiler if they would pus
it in.

Ald. Nealo said he objected to experi-
ments, They all kuew that the Gurney
heater was satisfactory. Mr. Blake guaran-
teed them & certain heat and & oertain
temperature. Why, thes, seek for some
other thing that they kuew nothing abous.

Ald. Groat ssid he thought they were
jumping at conclusions too quickly and were
becoming as bad as the old board. This
Gurney heater would be too expensive to
ran. They wanted a boiler and Mr, Blake’s
was & boiler— .

Mr. Blake:—No it is a furnace; here it is,
(shows picture of it.)

Ald. Groat said he had seen boilers run
successfully for years and they gave every
satisfaction. The trouble with the old
board was that they depended t30 much for:
information on contractors who were inter-
ested. The use of a boiler such as that re.
ferred to was no experiment in Chatham
and they should not take this sudden jump
aad get an article that was to cost a good
deal and be very expemsive to ran. He
would like to have the final decision of the
matter put off until ten  o’clock to-morrow
morning, so that they could better unnder.
stand what they were doing, and so that
Mr. Blake could tell them what the ocest of
running the proposed Gurney furaace woald
be.

Ald. Robinson :—I understand that we
can get along with wood with the Garney
farnace,

Mr. Blake : Yes.

The Mayor: I+ this farnace specially
adapted for wood?

Mr. Blake : No, not specially. It burns
either wood or hard or soft cval. Pea coal,
a hard coal about as big as the end of your
finger, aud which is bought cheaply in St.
Johuo, is used in it.

The Mayor thought they were all agreed
that it was necessary to go on with the
work, bot they might defer action antil to-
morrow, and get the assistance of experi-
enced persons outside, of the council to
assist them ia r g the hest lnsi

Ald. Neale repeated his objections to Ghﬁ-\
They did not need outside aid.

Ald. Robinson ssid he also was opposed
to outsiders being consulted.

The Mayor said be liked to consult out-
siders, who might have special knowledge
not possessed at the board.

Ald, Flanagan said he thought there were
peisons outside of the coancil who might
be advantageous!y advised with. He moved
that action be deferred until 10 a.m. to-
morrow and that some outside advioe be

sought before accepting Mesers, Blake’s
tender.

Ald. Neale again protested against out-
siders being consulted. The plaos, he said,
were full and satisfactory, the specifications
reliable; Mr,Blake’s tirm was reliable a
they were assured by a reliable man thas
this system was the best that conld be had.
He was, therefore, opposed to further delay.

The Mayor reminded the council that
until to-dsy they were not decided asto
whether hot air, hot water or steam was
the best to be adopted.

Ald. Groat said they were all agreed that
hot water was the hest and the only thing
on which they differed was the boiler, The
furnace proposed by Mr. Blake was not
large enough for wood. Mr. Blake's work
was no doabt good, but we have men in
Chatham who have some experience with
builers and who also could, for thad
matter, do the whole work,

Ald. Robinson : Wounld your boiler bﬂm
coal ?

Ald. Groat: Yes. Bat if yon providea
boiler with furnace Jarge enough you won’s
have to burn coal.
