HON.R. W. SCOTT RETIRES
AT THE AGE OF 84 YEARS

OTTAWA, Ont., Sept. 14—Charles
Murphy, K. C., is to be sworn in at

once as Secretary of State, Hon. R. W, |

8cott having resigned.

Mr. Scott, the retiring Secretary of |

State, is a veteran of the MacKenzle
cabinet who has been a colleague of Sir
Wiltrid's since 1896 He is eighty-four
years of age and s best known
throughout Canada as the author of the
local option law, which he carried
through parliament many years ago and
which is commonly known as the Scott
Act.
the senate since the early seventies and
still retains his seat in that body on
his retirement from the cabinet group.
He ‘was mayor of Ottawa' in 1852 ‘and
was one of those who worked for the
selection of Bytown, as it was then

_calléd, for the capital of Canada. Since

then Mr. Scott has been a resident of
this city, and in withdrawing from the |
high position he has so long held re-

tains still the highest esteem and re-
spect of all classes. .
Although Mr. Murphy has never held

Mr. Scott has been a member of ,

a seat in parliament fie has for manv
years been a prominent worker in ths
Liberal cause, and has several times
been mentioned for the party nomina-
tion.

Murphy's Appointment

Mr. Murphy’s appointment to the
cabinet was urged by an Jimportant
deputation of English speaking Catho-
lies from Toronto, Peterboro, Kingston
and elsewhere, which visited Ottawa
for the purpose last winter.,

Mr. Murphy is a native of this citv.
He received his preliminary education

_in the separate schools and collegiate in-

stitute and afterwards graduated with
the dezree of B. A. from Ottawa Uni-
versity, where in his final year he won
the medal presented by Pope Leo XIII.
for the best thesis in philosophy.
Having chosen law as his profession,
Mr. Murphy became articled to C. A.
F. McIntyre, K. C., and upon the com-
pletion of his studies at the law
school he was admitted to the bar at
Osgoode Hall, Toronto. Returning to

Ottawa he immediately entered upon
his legal career, and within a few years
he succeeded in building up a large
general practice.

Lifelong Liberal

From boyhood Mr. Murphy has been
an active Liberal. He rendered the
party valiant service in a variety of
offices extending from that of ward
chairman to president of the Ontario
Liberal Federation. At the Ottawa
Liberal convention in 1900 he was
proposed for the nomination as one of
the party candidates, and although not
seeking the honor he was a tie upon
the first ballot with the gentleman
who ultimately received the nomina~
tion.

At present he is the representative
from FEastern Ontario on the executive
of the Ontario Reform Association. He
is now just in the prime of life, and
with his qualities as an effective plat-
form speaker, energy and sane judg-

GENEVA, Sept. 14—Fifty-three of
the fifty-five doctors in the old Town
of Bellinzona and its suburbs have
“gone on strike.”” They are paid by
the municipal authorities, the salaries
ranging from $600 to $1,000 a year, and
by contract they must give their serv-
ices free to poor and rich alike.

The town and its environs are divid-
ed into “Medical districts,” 'and the re-
sidents pay a small tax to the muni-
cipality for medical assistance. The
result is that a doctor is at the beck
and call of every one at all hours of
the day and night. ;

The doctors have almost unanimous-
ly broken their contract with the Bel-
linzona authorities, and demand a fix-
ed salary of $500 a year, aad the right
of charging fees varying from 12 cents
to $1.25 to patients who are in a posi-
tion to pay and special charges for
night visits, They agree to attend the

The loeal authorities will shortly ex-
amine the question. All the doctors
meantime are charging the usual fees.
No other town in Switzerland has this
system of municipal doctors.
