On the northern side are situated J.
E. Wilson’s extensive assortment of
stoves, ranges and galvanized iron
work; Carnall & Son’s contribution of
mounted animals and birds, and the
educative mnatural history section,
which is larger and better than ever
before.” Lung testers, weighing and
electrical machines and such like are
scattered here and there on the
ground floor of the main building and
the annex, furnishing amusement for
those who want to get rid of their
pennies and nickels.

MACHINERY HALL.

Machinery hall has always been an
attractive feature of the exhibition.
In most people there is a secret de-
sire 'to see the ‘‘wheels go round,”
even though it may not be equally ap-
parent in all. For this class of peo-
ple machinery hall is the most at-
tractive spot in the building, and it
always has its quota of visitors. This

is situated the entrance to the large
dining bhall, the grand display of
Chickering pianos made by the 'W. H.
Johnston Co.; the large section where
Red Rose tea is put up in packages; a
model of the ship Robert Reed, built
in 1833; a lunch room; A. Isaacs’ taste-
ful exhibit of cigars and leaf tobacco,
with a ecomfortable smoking room
near by, open to all comers; and
White's candy pagoda and a stand
where the #. C. Edmands Co. of Bos-
ton show their coffeés.

South of the passageway leading
from the main entrance to the grounds
are Magee’s fruit stand, H. H. Pitts’
saxmples of the Eclipse acetylene gas
machine, with Mr. Pitts in personal
attrndance as demonstrator; a stand
for the sale of Sussex mineral waters;
ihe Tourist association’s snug parlor;
a comprehensive exhibit of Heintz-
man piancs; the Easy ice cream freezer
display; a stand for the sale of ice
cream, and a very taking wall display
of saws, large and small, by R. H.
Smith & Co., St. Catherines, Ontario.

To the east of the passage connect-
ing the annex and main building the
Jjames Robertson Co. have one of the
most attractive displays in the entire
exhibition, and on the western side of
this passage is the live fish exhibit.

A LIVE EAGLE.

An object of interest at the exhibi-
tion today is a grey eagle, the pro-
perty of J. H. Carnall & Son. The
bird is confined in a cage near Mr.
Carnall’s exhibit, and though some-
what -subdued is still mnot easily
handled. It flew into the barn of the
infantry school at Halifax and was
caught by hounds.

THE LIVE STOCK EXHIBIT.

Living creatures . are always an at-
traction, and the exhibit of fish at the
exhibition is no exception. As the
visitor approaches the exhibit from
the main entrance the first thing he
gees are the windows behind which are
the turtles and frogs.

The snapping turtle occupies first
place, and when he is disturbed he
does . not hesitate to snap. This mon-
ster turtle, weighing thirty-five or
forty pounds, was caught on the Nere-
pis river and kept in captivity until
wanted for the show. Turtles also
have the next space, but though not
nearly so large they are more brightly
colored. Then they have a model frog
pond with three varieties of frog.

them. The list includes a toad fish, 8
crab, sturgeon, flounder, pickerel and
sculpin, The crab and flounder are
not expected to survive under the new
conditions.
