In the anclent days “when
knighthood was in flower,” before the:

life to be above reproach. There must
be no blot on his escutcheon. Only
the stainless knight was capable of
deathless deeds. The law of chivalry
was a symbol of the universal law of
high emprise. No man ever dragged
a false, impure and selfish life up to
the heights of

SUS’I‘AINED ACHIEVEM\ENT

No bad ma.n can pa.tnt a gopd pic-
‘‘ture, No false 'soul can' utter a  true
-song. “A corrupt tree cannot ‘bring

{ forth good fruit.” Purity, truth and
}worthy motive are as essential as fin-
iished technic to the highest art. Even
though his work may be defaced by

- Genius is a ‘wing that. may
‘bear a man ‘aloft in swift and sudden
fiight, but 1t cannot sustain him on 8
high level of efficiency if weighted and
c¢loyed by self-indulgence.  Byron in
England, Burns in Scotland, Gambetta
in 'France, and Poe in Amenlca. have
given tragic testimony to the fact that
he who unbridles his luats, unhoods and
unhands a falcon that will fasten it-
self upon the heart, suck the life-blood
out from under the wing of genius and
drag the whole being down, a mangled
disgrace, to the dust. mchwel Angelo,’
universal genius though he was, at-
tained  his splendid supremacy as

a self-mastery as heroic as it was
complete and involvlng a dreary dis-:
cipline of spirit.’ Tennyson who wed-"

In 'his "Holy Grail” Tennyson ~ has
wrought ' this truth ‘into  litérature in
terms of imperishable beauty.’ Among
the¢/Knights of Arthui were men  of
high renown, men with strength ‘and
will to right the wronged, of power to
lay the sudden heads of violence flat,
knights' that in ‘twelve great battles
splashed and dyed the strong white
horse in his own heathen blood—but
among them all, one, only .one, Sir
Galahad, ''the ' 'selfless saint was
mage companion ‘of the Holy Grail, to
be ded thereby ‘and ‘“‘crowned far in
the Spirifual city.”” Sir Bors beheld: it,
but in fleeting vision.' Lancelot, though
he ‘rode far and hard, found that"the
quest was mot for Him, because he had
failed to pluck the last twining, cling-
ing earthly passion from his soul.' Gal-
ahad alone might win the Grail, be-
cause he alone had sfain self-love. In
the great hall at Camelot thére stood
a, vacant ‘chair, tashbned by Mealin,
in which “no man could git  but he
should lose himself.” 'In that chair
named ‘“The Siege Perilous,” no
‘Knight of Arthur ever dared to sit. But
Galahad cried—“If I Jose myself,

and casting himself therein he lost
himself to self indulgence, but saved
himself for everlasting fellowship with
Christ. and knightly service in the
Spiritual world.
