cents and as solid rock worth about
$1.50 per cubic yard. It should be re-
membered that the contracts upon
this road are not for a lump sum, but
are based upon schedule prices for
the various classes of work. Mr,
Wood's statement are supported by
the official records, Under such con-
tracts in order to determine the low-
est tender it was necessary for the
government to make an examination
of the line and to estimate approxi-
mately the quantity of common earth
excavation of loose rock and of solld
rock excavation respectively.
