COURTENAY BAY CONTRAGT
WILL BE TRANSFERRED

(St. John Globe.)

Plans that are on foot for the
transfer of the Norton Griffith Cour-
tenay Bay contract to a syndicate of
New York and Canadian capitalists, in-
cluding several St. John men, contem-
plate comstruction and operation of
the dry dock by a subsidiary company.
Inconporation of this company is an-
nounced in the last issue of the Cana-
da Gazette. The new charter does not
disclose the names of those interested
in the project, the privileges sought
being secured in the name of Montreal
legal gentlemen who are acting for
the parties concerned. According to
the Gazettée. announcement Messrs.
Richard Tuson Heneker, Henry Noel
Chauvin, Harold Barle Walker, James
Edouard Coulin, barristers, and Hugh
Wylie, accountant, all of Montreal,
have been incorporated by federal
charter as the 8t. John Dry Dock and
Shipbuilding Company, Ltd., with a
capital of §1,000,000, divided up in ten
thousand shares of a hundred dollars
each. St. John is given as the chief
place of business. The charter is a
very comprehensive one, giving the
company the right to carry on a gen-
eral contracting business in the con-
struction of private and public works,
building, equipping and dealing in lo-
comotives and rallway equipment and
ships; the right to sell, lease or oth-
erwise dispose of electric, hydraulic
or other power, the right to operate
timber lands, to manufacture and deal
in explosives, to operate brass, iron
and other foundries, to buy patents.
One clause of the charter gives the
company the right to remunerate any
company, firm, association or syndi-
cate for placing or assisting to place
any of the shares of the company's
capital or its debentures or securi-
ties, Another clause gives the com-
pany power to. hold in the name of
others any property or rights which
the company is authorized to acquire,
