fession of medicine. In 172 he was elected
professor of anatomy 1n the mstitute of s
native caity, where lis lectures enyjoyed much
populanty for thewr accuracy and cumprelien-
siveness. To a purely casnal discovery, how-
ever, Galvani uwes the celcbnty Mtuched to lus
name.  Many versivus of this circumstubiee liave
been pubhished , but the simple fact appears to
be that Galvamis wite happened one duy to wit-
ness the cunvulsive musculur muvements pro-
duced in a shinued frog, by its inauimate budy
having been accidently brought into contact
with a scalpel which lay on the table, and had
becomo charged by contact with an adjvining
clectrical machine.  She bhastencd to commun-
cate the fact to her husband, who at once in-
stituted a prolonged series of expernments, and
published the results of his researches in 1791,

Great expectations
were entertained of beneficial resalts to follow,
Lut the matter appears to have heen forgotten
until revived last year by Mr, Pannewitz, of Bres-
laa, And now Led-coverings, woven from pine-
fibre,are 1 usc in hospitals, prisons, and barracks,
in Sitesia and Austria; and in the unwoven state
it is used for the smﬂmg of mattresses, cushions,
chnir-seats, and other articles, The cost is said
t0 be but onc-third that of horsehair, and there
is the further advantage that, owing to its aroma-
tic properties, the pine-fibre repels tho insects
that too frequently lodge in woollen textures.

To Mexp Brokey Grass.—A much better
process for mending broken glass, chma, and
carthenware with shellac than heating them, is
to dissolve it in alcohol to about the consistency
of glue or molasses, and with a thin splinter of
wood or pencil brush touch the edges of the
broken ware. In ashort time it sets witbout
any heating, which is often an inconvenient
process. It will stand every contingency, buta
heat equal to boiling water.
