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North‘Amdrica Act, 1871. Cortgin details would, in that event,
still romain for adjustmont, and if the opposite course were pur-
sued, elaborate provisions would be required to prevent friction
arising from the joint provincial and Dominion Jjurisdiction. It
seoms doubtful if the exclusion frem Alberta and the inclusion in
tho Northwest Territorios of so much of the Viood-Buffalo Park as
now lies in the former is nocessary or likely toc be agreeable to
the Province, but it might perhaps be suggested. No speecial pro-
vision appears to be required on the subject of the romaining
parks. Appendix E outlines the position fully.

7. Water, (Appendix F). The watter supply to the western plain-

boing no greater thom is required for the purpose of maintaining
thoir fertility, the common law rights of riparian ovmers through-
out western Canada were early token away by legislation, and the
ownership, administraticn and contrcl of all waters werc vested in
the Crovm, together with the beds of stroams and lakes. Iater the
lands required fcr the dovelopment of water nowers were likewise
excluded from ordinary Crown grants. In tho general interasst of
all threo wostern provinces, it scoms essential that no onc of
them should be in a position independontly to deprive any other

of the bencfit of the water supply which it needs, and the Govern-
ment of Saskatchowan has dirccted attontion tc the necessity of the
Dominion'’s continuing to aceept responsibility for the protection
of the water courses. The continuance of Dominion centrol over
wator throughout the western Provinces would therefore appear ad-
visable and would probably not meet with objectiun from Alberta.
Appondix F deals with the nature of the prcvisions on this sual ject

which in this view an agreemont with the Province will requirc.
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
