GENERAL PROVISIONS.

Consolidated Revenue Fund. 50. All taxes, imposts, rates, and duties, and all
territorial, casual and other revenues of the Crown
from whatever source arising within the Colony
over which the Legislative Council and Legislative
Assembly have power of appropriation, shall
form one Consolidated Revenue Fund to be
appropriated to the Public Service of the Colony
