in reference to this so-called preference proposal.
It was the expression used during the campaign by Mr.
Perguson in desaribing the preference given Britain under
the Dunning budget. The Canadian Press report of Mr.
Ferguson's speech at Hemilton on July 22, 1930, contains
the following: "The incressed British preferences provided
by the King Government were described by Mr. Ferguson as
'‘humbug intended to deceive the people’™.
