her to pass into another sphere with an environment full of tempta­
tion and trial, is a mode of procedure or policy that ought to he 
very carefully looked into before launching, or continuing. This 
may be the reason for a larger percentage of girls going astray 
from institutions of this kind than from those where boys and girls 
are educated together.

Medical Work.
The Institution Nurse and Her Work.

This is carried on by nurses, doctors and hospitals. Trained 
nurses are engaged in some of our industrial institutes for the pur-

pose of looking after all the ills, aches and pains that these children 
are heir to, and also such an officer attends to the general comfort 
and welfare of the pupils, and where there is a large school 
her services are indispensable. She also gives instruction in the 
elements of physiology and hygiene, proper habits in eating and 
drinking, cleanliness, ventilation, the manner of treating emergency 
cases, such as hemorrhage, fainting, drowning, sunstroke, nursing 
and general care of the sick. The influence of the wholesome 
training received by pupils passing through our industrial and 
hoarding schools is gradually working an improvement in the health 
as well as in the intelligence of the children now slipping into the 
places of their parents.
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
