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Promotion for firemen will be from switching order 
to freight, freight to mixed, mixed to hostling, 
hostling to passenger. When firemen refuse their 
turn for promotion they rank junior to the men 
accepting such promotion, except in ease of sick­
ness of themselves or families. In such cases they 
may continue in or go back to yard service for a 
period of six months. In extreme cases, with the 
approval of the Master Mechanic, this period may 
be extended, if evidence is furnished that they are 
unable to return to road service. Firemen prefer­
ring to remain in yard service shall forfeit their 
rights to road service after two years in yard 
service.

Hired hostlers will not be promoted to engineers n<*uer« 
ahead of firemen who have been In the service 
three years as a fireman.
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Firemen will not be required to make more than other than ' 
two round trips before being allowed to return to Home Ttimln11 
home terminal, except in case of ethergency.
