The
sentence expressing in the frank lan-
guage~of the fifteenth century the
main objects of wedlock has been
phrased more delicately and one or
two other minor alterations on the
same principle follow. Thus the
words “with my body I Thee wor-
ship” have been changed to read
“with my body I Thee honor.”
A number of other minor changes
were also mentioned, but the old
Prayer Book is on the whole little
changed, and the changes made are
in the nature of improvements. The
suggested new volume will not ap-
pear unfamiliar to those accustomed
to the present addition.
