Paris, Monday, Oct. 14.—President 
Poincare visited tile Argonne front 
on Sunday. Verdun is still being 
bombarded daily by long distance 
German guns, but the President went 
to St. Mihiell by the railroad through 
the Meuse valley, which has been out 
of commission for four years.

The President congratulated the 
people of St. Mlhlel on their success 
In concealing 120,000 francs in gold 
for four yean in spite of the Ger­
mans’ threats. This money was 
Handed over to the French treasury 
as soon as the Allied forces had oc­
cupied the town during the offensive 
early in September.

GERMANY CEDES TO SPAIN. 
By Courier Leased Wire

Madrid, Oct. 14.—The Govern­
ment, after a long meeting of the 
cabinet council to-day, gave out a 
note stating that after prolonged 
and friendly negotiations between 
Berlin and Madrid, Germany toad 
accorded Spain the cession of sev­
eral of the Germain ships interned 
in Spanish ports. The vessels named 
are the Eriptua, Euthenia, Olden­
burg, Kilo, MatUde, Trinfleld and 
Rudolph, with a total tonnage of 
21,600.

Spain, it was added, could also 
claim at a later date tonnage to 
make good “previous losses on other 
torpedoing."
