Finance Minister Fieiding

Speechg=A Greater National Debt Than Ever,
Dué to the Building of the National Transcon=
tinental--Fielding Advises Economy--Foster’s

Incisive Criticism.

Makes His Annual Budget

Fingnce Minister Fielding delivered
his budget speech in parliament on
Tuesday of last week. He began by
reviewing the two fiscal years just
closed. In 1908 he had counted on an
actual revenue of $96,500,000 and an
expenditure of $77,500,000.. The ac-
tual revenue was $445000 less than
the estimate, and the actual expendi-
ture was $858,000 less thyn the es-
timate. The mnet result was that
whereas the anficipated surplus was
nineteen million, the actual surplus
was $19,413,000. In addition there
was capital expenditure of $30,429,-
000 of which $18,910,000 was charge-
able to the N.T.R., and the other
was special expenditure of $5,500,000
making a total capital and special
expenditure of $35,937,000. If the
surplus and sinking fund and a small
refund be deducted from this capital
expenditure it leaves a total net in-
crease in debt of $14,288,000, or if
the N. T. R. had no} been built there
would have been a §ecrease in debt of
over four million ddtlars.

Largest Customs Returns.

Analysing the revenue for 1908,
customs  contributed  $57,500,000
which is the largest customs revenue
ip the history of the Dgminion, while
the rate of taxation is lower than
existed in former times.

Calculated on duitable goods only,
the average rate of duty charged in
1896 was 24.974 per cemnt.; in 1908 it

\Was 26.582 per cent. Imcluding duti-
able and free goods the average rate
of duty in 1896 was 19.129 per cent.;
1908 it was 16.48 per cent. For the
fiscal year of 1908-8 which closed a
few days zgo, it has not been pos-
sible to close up the accounts. The
revenue of the year was afiected by 3
world wide stringency. As received
up to April 10, the revenue was $84,-
352,000.

“My estimate,”’ said Mr. Fielding,
‘“is that the complete revenue will be
$84,500,000; eleven and a half million
less than the previous year, or a
shrinkage of twelve per cent.' In the
face of such a falling off in revenue
a considerable deficit wduld not have
been surprising but ‘my fears are not
to be realized, and I es®mate g sur-
plus of $1,500,000 on consolidated re-

venue account. The expenditure up to |

April 10 has been $72,939,000, and I
estimate the
be. $83,000,000, - whi “will leave g
surplus of $1,500,000 of capital and
special expenditure.

Expenses of Year Closed

“‘We estimate that it will take $25
000,000 for the N.T.R. during the
Past year; taking over Quebec bridge
adds $6,240,000; other special charges
of $17,300,000, bring the aggregate t,
$49,000,000. Deducting from this - a
surplus and a sinking fund of $1,675,-
000, there should he a balance of $46-
029,000 to be added._to - the debt.
This is a very large increase, but it
is"to be noted that $32,000,0600 of
that amount is accounted for by the
N.T.R., and the Québec bridge, which
is to be deemed hereaiter a part of
the N.T.R. -

“I freely say that we might have
avoided .this addition to the public
debt by refraining from comstruction
of the eastern division of the N. T.
R. Especially it has been said that
we might have refrained from the
building of the Moncton section. Now
whatever may pe sjid by people liv-
ing in more remote districts * who are
npt familiar with the needs of that
line there was no portion of the N.
T.R. which was so unapimously de-
manded by the people particularly
connected with it. The people of the
Maritime Provinces without regard tg
Party, were practically unanimous in
demanding that if Canada was to en-
gage in another transcontinental rail-
way they should have connection with
it by some line better suited for a

transcontinental service than the old
1.C.R.

Example of Predecessors

"‘We might have avoided this addi-
tion to the public debt®by following
tpe. examply of our predecessors in
aiding the C.P.R., and considerinz
only the land grant, I venture to say
that if we had been willing to give
the G.T.P. twenty-five million acres
of land in the west we could have
devised 5 scheme which would not
have added a dollar to the debt.

“I have no desire now to criticize
the Conservative policy in_ connection
with the C.P.R., but it is simply
broof to say that the policy caused
widespread dissitisfaction Jin the wes-
tern country, and if it had ‘been pro-
posed to again adopt that pelicy, it
would not have commended itself to

the judgment of this house er to the
country.

“But we were of opinion that ourj
true course was to build the eastern |

division as 3 go"ernment work, to

face the responsibility (it would bring |
on us for a short time. We had faith !

that it would become, as it will at
an early period in its history, an in-
terest bearing asset which will prac-
tically wipe out the debt which its
Cost represents. So we say that

while a few shortsighted people, well
intentioned, no doubt, might say that
we should not have incurred this
debt, I am sure that the sounder
judgment of the country will say we
did well to face the financial respon-
sibilities which is _involved by these
divisions of the public debt.

Trade Unfaverable.

“Our trade statistics for the past
year will mnecessarily be unfavorable
but they will not be more unfavor-
able than ‘the statistics of other |
countries. The year 1907 was only a
partial year, a period of nine months
and therefore it is impossible for us
to make a comparison. The total

$256,586,630 and.in July 1908 they
had increased fo $280,006,600. Im-

‘““Now. for the fiscal year 1909, we
have no fingl returns, but from the
best information we can obtain, our
exports have fallen slightly, but there
is a considerable decline in imports.

| “The year just closed. we are esti-
| mating to give a revenue of eighty-
| four’ and 5 half million dollars. For
| the -present year, °we, anticipate we
shall realize 3 reasonable percentage
over that, but- we do not anticipate
to reach the revenue of 1907-8 whish
was ninéty-six- million. It will un-
doubtedly take us another year to
overtake that. We do think that the
turn of the tide has come and that
from this out the fevenue will stead-
ily increase.

No Increase of Taxation.

““With this condition of revenue and
with very many heavy demands- be-
ing made upon us it would be almost
unavoidable that we should meet dff-
ficulties by an incregse of taxation.
In some other countries that seems
to be the remedy for the finapcial
conditions which have arisen there. In
our judgment, however, there is vno
need of increased taxation. We think
the tfuer and sounder method is to
meet the situation by a substantial
reduction in our expenditures and
that is the method we have adopted.’

Mr. Fielding submitted . figures
showing a reduction of $9,324,243 in
the estimates on consolidated fund,
expenditure for 1908-10 as compared
with appropriations for the previous
vear. On capital accoumt there would
e g reduction of $13,347,215 making
the total reduction $22,581,458.

Capital and Special Qutlay

A very interesting feature of _the
expenditures in recent years has been
the large amount of money applied to
expenditures upon capital or special
service with a very mederate addi-
tion to the public debt, The total
Capital and special outlay for: the
past twelve years amounted to $212,-
449 526.

“But what is the fact ? While we
:ha,ve in 123 years spent $212,449,000
{on capital gnd special charges, we
|havé™ added to the public debt only
| $65,500,000. We have provided _sixty-
nine per cent. of that class of expen-
diture out of ordinary revenue. I ven-
ture to say that in no previous per-
iod in the history.of Canada was
there ever such a large sum spent on
capital and special account with so
small yn addition to the public debt.

“We have had during recent years
very large borrowing operations.
There are several causes for this, old
loans maturing, the N.T.R. taking
over the Quebec bridge, considerable
withdrawals from the government
savings bank, a cemsiderable loan to
the Montreal harbor commission, cost
of seed grain distribution, and heavy
falling off in our revenue.

Went to Money Market

:‘The consSequence of gll these de-
mands was that we needed to go to

than ysugl.  Since the last budget
speech we borrowed in Jume, 1908,
£5,000,000 at 33 per cent., repayable
in 1912 ; in October £5,000,000 at 33
per cent. repayable in 1950; in Jgan-
uary 1909, £6,000,000 5t 33 per cent
issued at 993, repayable in 1919.

““This ‘last - loan was the largest
colonial loan ever placed on the Lon-
don myrket. As is not unusual, it
was at first only partly taken by
the public. Forty-one per cent. was
taken by the public e?d the balance
for the moment / refiained in the
hands of the underwrjters. That loan
now stands at g premium of nejrly
3% per cent. so that if it was not
immediately taken by the public it
does not say anything against the
credit of the Dominion. A 3} per
cent. loan may now be regarded as
our standard security.

Made it Short Loan

‘‘Many years ago we issued one at
24 per cent. and then at 3. With im-
proving conditions we may come to
| the 3 per cent rate.again, but mean-
time we must be content with the
| 3% per cent securities on a good basis
in London. It would have been diffi-

fore to issue this loan et a rate of
33 per cept. and make it a short
loan for a period of ten years with
the option of redeeming it after five
years. The loan will thus fall due at
a time when we will not be embar-
rassed by other loans maturing.
“Then we thought it desirable th,t
we should meet a class of small in-
vestors in England. Hen. gentlemen
will know that a large part of the
French national debt is held by the
| French people who buy the bonds in
small sums. It was suggested that
| an effort Should be made to reach the
same class in England. We did not
expect to get any larger sum of
money but 1 thought it desirable to
interest the thousands of small in-
vestors in England in the affairs of
Canada, so we issued this pew plan
in honds as low as tem pounds each,

Securities Varied Greatly

He denied that because money was
borrowed at, 23 per cedt. in 1897 and
now costs 4 per cent. the credit of
Canada was not so good. Long term
loans, he claimed, should get the phest
terms besides money was a commod-
ity which rose aad fell with the fluc-
tuations of the market. Mr. Fielding
gave instances of high” class British
securities which had varied greatly.
Touching upon the -public  debt
again, Mr. Fielding said that while
the addition of $46,000,000 this year
to the public debt, it would now Le
$323,960,000. This  was a net in-
crease since 1896 of $65,463,427 or an
average of $5,134,386. per - year. De-
ducting fifty-two and a half millions
for the . National Transcontinentzl
railway there was an annual increase
of $1,010,925.

Turning to 4 <Comparison of. the
figures of the debt with the popula-
tion the finance minisfer said that in
1896 the public “debt of Canada was
$50.82 per head, and in 1909 it was
$45.72 per head. The latter figure
was reckoned on g basis of over sev-
en million inhabitants. As to the net
interest, in 1896 the net imterest paid
on loans was. $9,132,420 or $1.79 per
head. In 1909 it was $9,467,920- or
$1.33 per head. Reganding savings
bank deposits Mr. Fielding held that
convépience and security were more
lookgd to than the rate of interest.

Beet Sugar Regulations.

Mr. Fielding ‘anmounced that the re-
gulations governing the importantion
of beet sugar would be continued for
three years longer and then for two
years further on a reduced scale. At
present beet sugar manufacturers are
allowed to import two tons of for-
eign beet sugar for every ton they
manufacture from Canadian beet.

Canadian manufacturers had com-
plained that at times they were -not
able 4o obtain a sukicient quantity of
British grown sugar. This was in
part due, they said, to 5 combinati
among the plafifers in the West In-
dies, whereby .the - Canadian refiners
were not able to buy on the same
terms gs the British refiners. He pro-
posed to allow refiners the privilege
of importing one-fifth in weight of
the quantity of refined sugar which
they produced in their factgries. An
inquiry was to be held into the
charge laid of a combine and a Can-
adian representative would probably
be upon the board.

Mr. Fielding concluded by saying
that further than this mo tarif
changes would be  made.

FOSTER’S REPLY

Mr. Foster in his opening remarks,
said the bounties should have been
charges to consolidated fund expendi-
ture as the “Conservatives had done,
in whith case -a deficit have been
shown. He claims that the accounts
had been- juggled apd falsified. He
remarked that it was particularly
rich to hear from Mr. Fielding that
the main objection of the government

Critizing Mr. Fiélding’s forecast for
1909-10" in which he said that he hop-
ed that there would be a considerable
inerease in the révenue, Mr. Foster
said the finance minister did not haz-
ard a word as to the expenditure. He
blamed the finamce minister severely
for the huge addition to the publie
debt. In 1907 when he knew the
stress was alréady.on and when the
bgnks had prepared themselves, the
minister had on the other hand pre-
pared his most - lavish expenditures.
He had made no provision when he
saw the storm. bursting. Why ? Was
it. because the government lacked
gbund business principles, or was it
Jbecause they were preparing for a
general election ?

Open to Condemnation

They had imperilled the credit of
this country for the sake of party
and were open to th® strongest con-
demngtion. Mr. Foster commented
upon Mr.  Fielding’s appeal to ‘the
members for self-sacrifice in ofder to
lessen the expenditure. The finance
minister, he said, had asked the back
benches  to he . salf-sacrificing, but
what about himself ? "
Would he take the retord of Shel-
bourne and Queens - with its lavish
éxpenditures on all sorts of 1ma$1n-
able things in the teeth of the storm
and compare it with the expenditure
in other constituencies. The credit of
this country would have been far
greater maintained, and the minister
would have met with a far better re-
ception in Greaf Britain and he
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writers if out of the surpluses of the
past few years he had mgade provis-
ion for the hard days.

Credit Strained.

‘“Under ‘his management the credit
of Canada has bheen strained,”’” he
said. Turning to the system of hook-
keeping Mr. Foster claimed that it
Wwas a bad one.

Sir Wilirid Laurier suggested that
he had repented.

Mr. Foster—My right hop. friend
would do very well sometimes if he
would only repent. However, Mr.
Foster thought the preq‘er’s re-
mark was simply a pleasantry with-
out very much point to it.

‘“The vital point of the fingncial
situation;” said Mr. Foster, ‘‘the
minister of finance had mothing to
say about. The chief point was what
was ‘taken from .the citizen of the
country for all purposes. In 1896 it
was $5.46 per head, whereas last
year it was $11 per head. Regardjng
the tarifi changes ~Mr. Foster said
they seemed to be reasonable but un-
important.

No New Markets

‘‘Discussing the hlance of trade,
Mr.< Foster pointed out that while
there Wwas g balance of thirty-nine
million in favor of Canada in_ the

a balanee of $118,000,000 against Ca-
nada in the trade with the United
States,with: France over §8,000,000
against Canada, and with Japan one

hundred million against Canada in
{the balance of.trade. Mr. Foster said
that no new markets had been opened
for Canada' in any single foreign
country. Of France, he moted, Mr.
Fielding had said nothing. He -and
Mr. Brodeur had paid the penalty of
the failure of their diplomacy and did
not tell the farmers of Canada that
there was no market in France for
their fat cattle.

by Mr. Fielding yet a clause was be-
ing considered to -gnact that coun-
tries which did not give the United
‘States favorable entry into their
markets would be put on the maxi-
mum list. Mr. Foster made a strong
appeal for the development of trade
within the empire, for the time ~was
at hand, he said, when Great Britain
was going to change her fiscal policy.

A Chambion Taier

Mr. Foster said that the finance
minister. had hoasted of his $118,000,-
000 of surpluses since 1896. Ii he
really had these he would have kept
off the borrowing market. All the.
time he was vaunting of surpluses he
put 34 temporary logns on the mar-
ket, in all $94,226,388 at a cost of
$1,834,249. Never in the history of
Canada had such heavy commissions
been pyid as now. Heavier charges
were made than were made against
the Conservative government. The
worst feature was that three. of 1511(:T
loans “were for omly four years, yet
the brokerage and underwriting were
just as heavy as for fifty year loams,
and they would have to be renewed
at the same charges. There were in-
dications of the strained credit of
Canada in Grept Britain today. Lax-
ness and want of foresight, reckless-!
ness and useless expenditure had put
Canada into this position. Mr. Field-
ing he said, was the champion taxer
of Canada.
