Friday morning - he re-
luctantly took the weapon, and started
for the coke ovens, but had not gone
50 yards when Gotch appeared from
the bushes and, without warning, fired
the chambers of his revolver at Don-
gail, only one bullet taking effect, in-
flicting a flesh wound. Dongail drew
his new .weapon and fired twice ef-
fectively, hitting Gotch in the jaw and
the breast.
