SERMON ON
MARRIAGE

Bible Does Not Sanection
Divorece Says Rev. Dr.
Battisby

Rev. Dr. J. R. Battisby preached
a powerful and interesting sermon
on “Marriage” in St. Andrew’s Pres-
byterian church last evening, to a
large and attentive congregation,

The reverend gentleman took his
text from the second chapter of
Genesis, verse 18: And the Lord God
said: It is not good that man should
be alone; 1 will make him an help
meet for him., The sermon took the
form of soind sensible advice to
married folks and those contemplat-
ing marriage., Referring to his text,
the preacher pointed oit that it was
intended that man should have “an
help meet,” for it was not good that
he should be alone., Happily married
persons were the only persons who
knew ' the truly ideal life, but it
was extremely’ uccessary each of the
contracting parties should consider
their fitness for each. There were
too many marriages where the hus-
band and wife had nothing in ecow-
mon between them, and this led fo
the dowestic troubles which all toe

often follow, A Christian should
never marry an infidel, because
harmony could not fcllow in the
wake of such an union,

He advised = husbands to always

treat their wives as they did in their
ocourting days, and to share their
business cares and worries with her,

Referring to divorce, Rev. Dr. Bat-

tisby said:
“Divorce was never intended for
humanity, and 'the Roman chuarch

is right when it will not tolerate,
divorce among its followers, If ‘the
Christian law were properly carried
out, there would be no sguch thing
as divorce; Most divorces are
brought about merely that the man
or the woman can marry again,

“God does not sanction bigamy ;
neither does he sanction poligamy.
True the Bible speaks of it, but
it was merely tolerated by the Al-
mighty, and in no place will - you
find that He sanctions it, In fact
you will find that the men whe in-
dulged in it were invariably punish-
ed afterwards.”
