JAMMED FINGERS,

Few people have escaped jammed
fiogers, and as the pain caused when
the finger is jammed in a door is ex-
cruciating in the extreme for the
first few minutes, it is well to know
of some means of relief. The fApgers
should be plunged into water as hot
as can be borne. This application
of bot water causes the nail to ex-
pand and soften, and the blood pour-
Ing out beneath it has more room to
flow; thus the pain Is lessened.
The fioger should then be wrapped
in a bread and weter poultice. A
Jammed finger should never be
neglected, 88 it may lead to mortifi.
vation of the bone If it has been
badly crushed, and ampulation of
'he finger must follow. Jammed
toes are usually csused through the
falling of beavy weights, and should
be treated in the same way as s jum-
med finger. : ;
