OFFER ACCEPTED.
Imperial Government’s Warmest 

Gratitude to New Zealand.

London, March 24.—Great Britain has 
accepted the offer made by New Zealand 
to give the empire, free of cost, a fully 
equipped llrvadnought. Announcing the 
acceptance of this gilt in the House of 
Gommons, Mr. Asquith read the telegram 
sent to New Zealand, expressing the 
Government’s “warmest gratitude for 
this generous and patriotic offer.’’

Continuing. Mr. Asquith said "So far 
as the coming official year is con­
cerned. the provisions of the naval 
estimates afford ample security, but in 
view of the uncertainty existing regard­
ing the character and extent of the 
demands that may l>e made on our 
national resources the. following year, 
the offer of New Zealand to defray, 
within that period, the cost of providing 
a first-class battleship of the latest type, 
and a second vessel of the same type if 
subsequent events show it is necessary 
is most gratefully accepted.”

FELL FROM A STAIR.

James Dunn, Lacrosse Player, Killed 
in Stratford Hotel.

Stratford, March 24.—James Dunn, 
clothes presser, fell from a stair at 
the Empire Hotel to-night, sustaining 
injuries which resulted in his death. It 
is understood an inquest will be held. 
Dunn was a well-known lacrosse player 
and has lived in Stratford for many 
years. He suffered injuries to his foot 
some years ago, and as a consequence 
was lame.

TRAPPED EMBEZZLER
Elmira Man Committed Suicide 

When Police Appeared.

Harrisburg, Pa., March 24.—Trapped 
in his room in the Hotel Lynch, from 
which there was no escape, F. II. Rich­
ardson. of Elmira. N. Y.. wanted for the 
embezzlement of $300.01)0. slammed the 
door in the face of the Chief of Police 
about 1 o’clock to-day, and a minute 
later killed himself with a bullet through 
his head. The suicide marked the closing 
of the career of one of the most influen­
tial men in Elmira.

Richardson was president of the Rich­
ardson Shoe Company, which in 1907 was 
declared insolvent. At that time it was 
discovered that, beside money in this 
concern, the president had a credit of 
$250.000 on false statements in Pennsyl­
vania banks. Eight warrants were sworn 
out for his arrest.

Almost Bled to Death.
London, Ont., March 24.— Mr. Levi 

Hodgins, a Westminster farmer on the 
second concession, met with an accident 
while chopping nearly a mile from home. 
His axe caught in a limb and, slipping, 
struck his right hand, severing two large 
arteries and cutting the muscles of his 
thumb. He came near bleeding to death 
before reaching home.

Berlin. March 24.— The Reichstag’s 
reply to Great Britain’s naval panic was 
made to day in a surprising and unpre­
cedented form. The business before the 
House was the second reading of the 
naval estimates, and in view of tlie fact 
that the estimates occupied the Budget 
Commit tee for a week in prolonged and 
animated debate, it was expected that 
there would he opposition to the big ap 
propriations demanded. Instead every 
item of the naval estimates was passed 
in rapid succession without debate, and 
the estimates a-s a whole were 
in alKiut an hour. Such a thing 
never happened before, ami the aetion 
of the House is claimed by the non 
Socialist press as “a demonstration, the 
significance of which would be undoubt­
edly rightly understood at home and

There i« very reason to suppose, how­
ever. that expectation of Chancellor von 
Buelow's statement influenced all the 
parties to some extent, while the atti­
tude of the Socialists can l>e gathered 
from an article in to-day’s Vorwaerts, 
sharply attacking the Government for 
rejecting the British efforts towards a 
mutual limitation of naval armaments, 
and declaring that, imperialism has In­
come a grave danger to the country.

EIGHT BURNED TO DEATH 

In Fire Following a Terrific Storm

Fort Worth, Texas. March 24.—Re­
ports received here to-day from Wise 
county, 30 miles north of here, say that 
a terrific electrical storm swept that 
country early to-day. and that a farmer, 
his wife and five children and a farm 
hand were burned to death in a fire 
which followed. The town of Slidell is 
reported practically destroyed. Only 
two houses were left standing in Slidell. 
Twenty persons are reported to have 
been injured.

Engineer Charged With Forgery.
Sarnia, Ont., March 24.— Peter Foun­

tain. a Grand Trunk engineer, was ar­
rested in Sarnia this afternoon. He is 
being held on two charges, forgery and 
uttering a forged document. The arrest 
was made at the tunnel depot as Foun­
tain was altout to step alioard his engine.
