KEEP BOILER FROM RUSTING.

Nothing is more annoying than a rus-
ty boiler. It not only is bad for the
boiler. causing it to wear out in less
than half its natural life, but it is ruin
ous to clothes that must be washed in
it

One housekeeper has discovered a way
in which this rusting may be prevented.

After the clothes are out of the boiler
and it has been carefully washed and
dried it is returned to the stove for a
winute or two to get hot. It then is
rubbed quite thickly over inside and es-
pecially along the seams with soap that
is used for laundry purposes.

The boiler. lasts much longer, never
rusts, and the soap, if not allowed to get
dusty during the week by leaving off
the lid, is dissolved at the next week’s
